FAULTY SPARK PLUG
BECOMES LIFE SAVER

Motorist, Investigating Misfiring,
Finds Dynamite Attached to
Cylinder

MILWAUKEE, Wis, March 8—
Fate, in the form of a faulty spark
plug, saved the life of Leroy G. Zim-
mermafin, a contractor, who drove
forty blocks, from his home unaware
that three sticks of dynamite had been
wired to one of the cylinders of his
automobile. When his motor failed to

warm up and continued to misfire on
one cylinder, Mr. Zimmermann inves-
tigated and found the explosives at-
tached to a percussion cap by wire to
the spark plug of the missing cylinder.

Pains had also been taken by those
who had designs on his life to attach
the cap to the battery, making the con-
tact complete, in -case he should en-
deavor to start the car other than by
the magneto.

The police have questioned several
casual laborers with whom Mr. Zim-
mermann had trouble while they were
in his employ. The dynamite had been
stolen from a storehouse which he

owned.

She was poorly
dressed. . L

The charge was that during the
months of December, January and
February, while the guardian of John
Dwyer, aged 12, she omitted to pro-
vide negessaries for the boy and did
thereby commit manslaughter.

The husband 1is charged with ne-
glect. Though both the man and
woman give no signs of starvation,
their- outward appearance indicates
they lived in very poor circumstances.

George, the nine-year-old boy, who
with his 18<year-old sister, Nellie, is
still in hospital, weighed only 30
pounds when brought in. The girl is
also in a poor condition, but both
are improving.
