Meetings of the Sinn Fejn executive
were placed under the ban long ago by
the British government, and so far as
known the proscription has never been
lified. When it was announce that the
comnvittee would meet there was some
apprehension lest crown forces would
interfere in the gathering but up wun-;
til this morning no intimation had been
given that British anthorities in Ireland
frowned on the proposed assembly.

Considerable speculation was caused
here last night by the delivery of a mes-
sage to Mr. De Valera by Monsignor
FEdward Mulhe Bishop of Dromore.
It was asserted the message had not
come from Cardinal Logue, head of the’
Catholic church in Ireland but there was |
no further information relative to the
origin of the message, except it came
from “highest authority.” It was the]
subject of protracted consultations by
the Sinn Fein leaders.

Soon after the Dail Eireann convened |
it was declared in some quarters that
the Irish clergy was urging such action
as would preclude resumption of war-
_fare between the Republican forces and
the British soldiery or constabulary.

Two sessions of the “parliament” were
held yesterday and while details -were
withheld it was understood that the
deputies asked Eamonn De Valera and
his colleagues for explanations of various
phases of the situation. It was  indi-
cated that no extended addresses were
wade, with the exception of speeches by
Wir. De Valera or other meén high in the
councils of the provisional Republican
government.

These addresses, it was declared, were
made only in response to questionsi by
deputies. Actual framing of the Irish
answer that will be sent to London was
apparently postponed.

Food Supplies and American
Workers Will be Sent at
Once to Riga.

~Washington, Aug. 23—A satisfactory
agreement has been reached with the So-
;jet authorities at Riga under which the
American Relief Administration will be-
gin immediately to fight famine among
the children of Russia, so Secretary Hoo- !
ver has announced. The agreement, be
added, accepts the conditions laid down
by the American organization for safe-
guarding the lives of relief -workers nd
insuring American control of food sup-
plies.

While the negotiations have come to
a successful conclusion, the secretary ex-
plained, it may be a day or two before[
a fermal agreement is signed. Important |
details sa°h as means of trangportation |
and location of serious famine areas ce-|
main to be worked out he said, before!
the final document is drafted. i

The work of the relief in Russia will |
begin at once, Mr. Hoover declared, ad-
ding that the New York office of the ad-'
ministration was already preparing to
rush supplies to Danzig for trans-ship- |
ment dpto Russia. The quantity of food, |
however, which will be needed, it is un-
derstood, cannot be determined until a
survey of Russian famine conditions is |
made.

their funds.

New York, Aug. 23—Feder§1 prosecu-
tors and representatives of the Internal
Revenue Bureau announced aftér a con-
ference yesterday that agents were gath-
ering evidence for proceedings against
bootleggers for failure to pay income
taxes.

Some bootleggers declare their full in-
come and pay the tax,“q*el”jns their
business as speculation, an official says,
but federal agents have discovered many
who have not reported profits.

Reports concerning the latest variety
of new rich, the bootlegging millionaire,

! attained concrete form recently when a

Brooklyn woman suing for alimony
charged in papers filed in court that her
husband made $50,000 weekly by boot-
legging.

“When I object to his business,” her
petition recited, “he scorns me and de-
clares, ‘you ought to be proud to be the
wife of a successful bootlegger!”

Montreal, Aug. 23—Since the em-
bargo on the sending of liguors in bond
through the United States has been lift-
ed, it was said yesterday by Montreal
agents of the Canadian Distilling and
Importing House that very large quanti-
ties of Canadian and imported liquors
were being sent out of Canada through
the U. S.

According to the story Bachman told
officers he had gone to Lindsay, twenty
miles from the Collings ranch to bring
home Mrs. Bachman. He found Alex-
ander also at Lindsay, he said, and was
forced by him to drive Mrs. Bachman
and Alexander to the ranch. He told
officers Alexander held a knife at his
back all the way.

SERIOUS TIME IN
-~ INDIA; RIOT OF
MUSSULMANS

London, Aug. 23—(Canadian Press)—
' A Reuter cable from Calcutta says that
'a serious situation has arisen in Madras
in consequence of rioting by the Moplah
sect of Mussulmans.

The railway telegraph lines of the
South Indian railway were pulled down
and a repairing party was despatched,
escorted by police, but they were unable
to cope with the rioters and were com-
pelled to return. The rioters looted two
post offices and a colllision is reported
to have occurred at Tirurangadi. 'Two
officers and two constables are missing.
A special train is conveying troops and
police to the scene of the disturbance,
the cause of which is at present un-
krown.

RAILWY CARMEN
FOR PLUMB PLAN

Toronto, Aug. 23—What was praeti-
cally an endorsation of the much dis-
cussed “Plumb plan” for the nationali-
zation of the railways of the U. S. was
given by the Brotherhood of Railway
Carmen of America in adoption of the
minority report on industrial democracy
of the American Federation of ILabor.

In dealing with the situation brought
about by the action of the U. S. labor
board in doing away with the present
system of overtime pay for Sundays and
holidays, the convention heeded the re-
quest of the railway employes depart-
ment of the A. F. of L., that no precipi-
tate action be taken.

Accordingly, they passed a resolution
voicing their readiness to stand by what
ever action the Railway Employes De
partment might feel to be necessary, that
body having sent assurance that it had
the matter. well in hand.
