ARCHAECLOGICAL
COURSE. LEGTURE

Professor Charles Hill-Tout, the dis-
tinguished ethnologist of Abbotsboro (B.

In 1912 the Borden government pro-
poses a contribution and Mr. Borden him-
self tramples upon the idea of a Canadian
navy by declaring that *in my humble
opinion nothing of an efficient ' nature
could be bailt in this country within a
quarter of a century or perhaps half a
century.”
