The blackballing of Baron de Forest at
the Reform Club’ draws ‘attention to the
fact that Radicals are very badly off for
London clubs as compared with the Con-.
servatives and Unionists. Since the home
rule split in 1886, the Reform has very
largely lost its political character, and
many more men become members for the
sake of the admirable chef and the excel-
lent wine cellar than from any devotion to
the principles of Gladstone and Bright.
The Devonshire, also nominally Liberal, is
even more non-political nowadays. You
need not be a Liberal to be eligible. You
simply say you are a “reformer,” and in
you go—provided you are not blackballed.

Brook’s was for generations a Liberal
club, but it is no longer associated with
any party, though Mr. Asquith is a mem-
ber and a frequent attendant.

The National Liberal Club is -practic-
ally the only exclusively Radical Club in
the West End (and its membership has
been leavened by a certain number of
Tories who find .its library useful), with
the City Liberal and the New Reform as
chapels of ease.

The strictly political movement clubs
are the Carlton, the Junior Carlton, the
Constitutional, the Junior Constitutional,
the Conservative, the Junior Conservative
and the City Carlton. ey

The Carlton is the official Conservative
club, ‘and Conservative M. P.s _and peers
are elected if they so desire. Ordinary can-
didates for the Carlton have to be put
up for membership when they are born,.

But a few are carefully :‘gelected” each
year by the committee, without having to
undergo the long waiting. term. :
