Laurier government Is witling to head 
off as much as possible the further im­
position of export duties on shipments 
to the United States in re,turn for 
favors from this country, but even that 
amount of friendlV feeling on its part 
has already raised an outcry in Can­
ada. The present export duties apply 
only to cuttings from the Crown 
lands, land the people, unless their gov­
ernment exacts good terms from us, 
will insist that these restrictions be 
extended to timber cut from private 
lands also.

"The political significance of the diplo­
matic -and commercial crisis this situ­
ation develops is apparent at 
when 'the Importance and nature :l of 
the trade between this country and 
Canada are considered, and wtien it is 
remembered that even 
complications of this particular snarl 
the tariff question bids fair to count 
heavily against a Republican -majority 
in the next House. This government 
must show its hand by April 1st, 
when, under the statute, the maximum 
rates will go into effect, unless Canada 
is exempted by special proclamation 
of the president. Almost immediately 
after that date thé congressional cam­
paign begins, and that campaign the 
Republican leaders are already view­
ing with alarm."

It is thought here (Washington), that 
the practical cessation of trade inter­
course between the two countries 
would at once cause a tremendous up­
rising against the Taft Administra­
tion in ail the border cities and in 
many other sections wherever indus­
tries are affected. Buffalo, Detroit,
Chicago, Milwaukee, St. Paul, Min­
neapolis, and many other cities are 
directly and- vitally interested in this 
international exchange, and are al­
ready prepared to voice their wishes 
in no uncertain tone.

The commerce that is at stake in the 
negotiations now going on amount to 
an annual $280,000,000; $90,000,000 have 
the value of Canadian goods sold in 
the United States; $190,000,000 of Amer­
ican products sent to Canada.

"One of the most interesting phases 
of the pending difficulty is that should 
the higher rates be imposed, and a 
tariff war between this country and 
Canada begin, at least one important 
group of the losers by such a conflict 
will be made up of the men and in­
terests who did most to sefcure the 
passage of the provisions of the tariff 
act under which the present situation 
has arisen.
: “These men are the papermakers, and 
their loss will come from the fact that 
in Canada they have heavy holdings of 
pulp wood, which, in case of a trade 
war, they .would not be able to use. In 
the crown lands of the Province of 
Quebec alone American interests have 
secured rights to the pulp wood on 
12,000 square miles, while these hold­
ings, combined with the improvements 
that have been already made, with a 
view to getting this pulp wood out for 
use in the United States, represents an 
investment not.far short of $15,000,000.

“The resentment the Canadians feel at 
American exactions in tariff matters, 
and the willingness on that ground to 
head off exports to the United States, 
has been greatly reinforced lately by 
the cry for conservation. This cry has 
been raised by Dr. Fernow—the Cana­
dian Gifford Pinchot—and he has the 
backing of the newspapers, the manu­
facturers, arid the people in demand­
ing that Canadian forests be used only 
by Canadians, and that as great re­
strictions as possible be thrown around 
the foreign traffic in Canadian wood 
and wood products.

“Apparentlyf there are only three 
courses open to the Taft administra­
tion, and two of these are pretty much 
the same thing. One is a flat- de­
claration of war on April 1st, with the 
imposition of our maximum. The next 
is the postponement of this imposition 
beyond that date, in the hope of gain­
ing concessions, with the prospect ul­
timately of having to back down with 
as good grace as possible.

Interesting Case Being Heard 
To-day in the County 

Court... $*.»

A most unusual and very interesting 
labor case is occupying Judge Lamp- 
man’s attention in County court to­
day. Thomas Strain, who was brought 
out from Scotland by the Victoria 
Chemical Company three years ago 
der contract, is suing the company for 
$108, being $100 retained from his wages 
and interest thereon. The 
denies, that it owes him anything, and 
claims $200 as balance due on travel­
ling expensed and damage done.

D. S. Tait is anting for plaintiff and 
Lindley Crease for the defendant com­
pany.

Mr. Tait ètatéd that his client, who 
was brought, from Scotland on a con­
tract for thfree years, signed in Scot­

land, had held back from his wages 
$100,' according to the'terms of the con­
tract, to cover any damage he might 
do. Within three months of his con­
tract time being up h» was discharged 
and the return of his money refused.

The plaintiff identified the contract 
which he had signed before coming out, 
under which $4 a month was to be held 
back until $100 was in hand. On Janu­
ary 3rd he was discharged, and he had 
been unable to obtain the $100 since. 
He was a railway employee in the Old 
Country and began here as a laborer 
around the yard.

To Mr. Creàse he admitted that his 
passage'had been paid, and that on 
asking for it he got $2.50 a day from 
the start instead of the $2, the con­
tract called for.

“You are not sorry you came out; it 
is a fine country to come to?” asked 
Mr. Crease.

“I have seen as fine countries,” re­
plied plaintiff.

“Of course I mean other than Scot­
land,” Mr. Crease hastened to explain.

Plaintiff said he was discharged be­
cause the foreman thought him drunk. 
He had some liquor, but denied that 
he was drunk. The pipes through which 
the sulphuric acid passed were not 
broken, as was ' alleged by the com­
pany. He did all the firing of the three 
furnaces he had in charge on the night 
of January 3rd-4th last.

Plaintiff adrrfitted to Judge Lamp- 
man that he felt-sleepy when he went 
on duty on the evening of January 2nd, 
but "did not go to sleep altogether.”

Edward Legg, foreman, explained the 
process of rectifying which Strain was 
in charge of. He said he had warned 
the man in regard to his drinking 
habits, and was so disgusted at the 
condition, of, tjiipgs when he come on, 
the morning, In question, that he- told 
Strain to get-eft 
of acid Mad;-Stopped and two of the 
pipes in the furnace were cracked. The 
result was a substantial shortage in 
the amount of , add produced, causing 
a weakens^ ifldhe nitric àeiif ' distilled 
from this and-, delaying a shipment to 
the Trail snttflter. ,

Thomas H. Ourdie, fireman, told of 
finding Strain Sleeping at time during 
the night and firing his furnaces for 
him.

Fred Moore, president of the com­
pany, stated that they had brought 
out about ten men three years ago. He 
admitted to. Mr. Tait that he possibly 
knew of the existence of the Master 
and Servant Act at the time, but these 
were skilled men. In Strain’s case 
there had been paid out $147.25 to bring 
him here, and only $100 retained from 
his wages.

Mr. Legg, recalled, stated that one 
of the pipes broken had been in use 
eight days and another nine.

Mr. Tait argued that under the 
Master and Servant Act of 1899 con­
tracts or agreements made with work­
men before their migration to British 
Columbia were void as against the 
workmen, and so the company could 
not claim the right to hold the $100 
back, no matter how negligent Strain 
might possibly have been. Defendants 
admitted that $100 had been retained, 
and they must pay him this.

Mr. Crease contended that the plain­
tiff had been brought in as a skilled 
workman, in which case the contract 
held good.

His Honor declined ,to be convinced 
that a two-dollar man could be under­
stood to be an expert orxa skilled man. 
“A book-keeper, engaged by a solicitor 
in Ontario is not a solicitor when he 
gets to British Columbia,” he re­
marked. V'-

DAY V. CONTRACT LABOR. ef Everything Desired

on the streets lately in regard to the 
alleged excessive cost of civic works ex­
ecuted by day labor. Many persons who 
are absolutely unprejudiced in their 
judgment claim that the ciity has not 
been getting value for the money 
pended on most of the works, of public 
improvement which have been 
ecuted during the past few years. 
There is only one way to dispose of 
this antagonism and to defnitely deter­
mine whether the best and most econ­
omic results are achievable by day 
labor or by contract. The test must be 
applied if the people are to be satis­
fied. The city council ought therefore 
to_ have no hesitation in adopting a 
recommendation which has been tnade 
to have five miles of sidewalk con­
structed under contract as an ex­
periment, subject to the usual con­
ditions under which such contracts 
are awarded. Under Che local Im­
provement system the owners of 
property are charged with the larger 
proportion of the cost of such works, 

“'.d as they pay the piper they ought 
to be provided with some convincing 
evidence of the fact that they are not 
bfcirtg saddled with charges in excess 
of what would be the casé if the busi­
ness of the city were transacted in a 
business-like manner. The Times has 
always^supported the day-labor system 
because it believed that all things con­
sidered it was the best and the most 
economical. But the best system may 
become the worst if looseness of 
method finds an abiding-place in it 
and the idea becomes general that in a 
civic job he is the most accomplished 
workm’an who does the least amount of 
work in a given time. That is un­
doubtedly the impression which has be­
come current. It is the duty of the 
aldermen to have that impression re­
moved or disproved.

We 
are to mark time up til the end of the 
year, when His Worship the Mayor 
will propose a reform in the “system” 
and if- his ideas be adopted we shall 
have an administration corresponding 
to that which assures success in the* 
conduct of private enterprises. Yet in 
the vast majority''hi-cities in Canada 
and in all cities of the United Kingdom 
the “system" is practically the same as 
it is in Victoria, and in most of these 
municipalities business is conducted in 
a fairly business-like manner. It oc-=- 
curs to us, therefore, that possibly it 
is not the “system” that is at fault so 
much as the persons charged with 
the administration of the “system.” 
That, we submit, is also a business 
“proposition,”

The tiling for the Mayor to do under 
the existing conditions would appear to 
be to stop dreaming of wha\ might be 
accomplished under an idealistic “sys­
tem” and endeavor, acting in cordial 
co-operation with the rest of the coun­
cil, to make the best of the present 
system.

As to the third objection o£ the Mayor 
that other • cities have instituted re­
forms without going to the expense of 
having Independent investigations, thEkt 
is true only in a qualified measure.
