EMPRESS OF INDIA
ARRIVES FROM ORIENT

Preliminary Agreement
tween China and Russia
Reported.

With a small list of passengers, but

other Oriental commodities, the
steamer Empress of India arrived .on
Saturday from Hongkong and way
ports. She had a very fine. trip and
the voyage all the way was uneventful.

The silk consisted of 1,800 - bales,
valued at $900,000, which will be
rushed through to the east on a spe-
cial train. The whole cargo con-
sisted of 2,200 tons, being valued at
over a million and a half dollars.

Among the passengers were Judge
Bourne, from Shanghai, who is on his
way home to England with his wife
and family; United States Command-
ers Knapp and Orchard, Mrs. E. E.

The wireless operator on the steamer
reported that communications were
kept up throughout the voyage, the
following ships and land stations be-
ing spoken: H.M.S. Astrea, in Shang-
hai harbor, and Empress of Japan in
the inland sea. On August 5th, two
days out from Yokohama, the Tosa
Maru was picked up and news ex-
changed. Through the Japanese land
stations messages were sent to Yoko-
hama ‘when the ship was 900 miles out,
and the Empress of China was spoken
at a distance of three hundred miles.
Nearly two days before the ship ar-
rived here she was able to communi-
cate with the Dominion government
station at Estevan Point. The ex-
change of news made an interesting
diversion for the passengers.

News was brought by the Empress
that a preliminary agreement had been
signed by the governments of China
and Russia looking to a settlement of
the taxation question in Manchuria.
The Russians claim the right to tax
Chinese subjects at Harbin and other
settlements along the line.of the Har-
bin railway.. The preliminary agree-
ment emphasizes the intention of the
Russian government to respect the
sovereign rights of China, and is gen-
erally looked upon as the first step to-
wards an alliance between the ‘two
countries as an offset to the agressive
tactics of Japan. It has not yet as-
sumed the form of a treaty, but -offi-
cials of both countries regard it in
that light. China has for
been jealous of the Japanese, and
feared they may lose not only Man-
churia but other contiguous' territory
unless some steps are taken to check
the aggression. This the new agree-
ment is designed to do.

Liner Waited in English’ Bay
for Passengers and
