A Bottle'antainimg a Message Picked
Up at Sea.

Norfolk, Va., April 5.—A bottle was
picked 'up at Washwood's life wsaving
station yesterday ocontaining what pur-
ports to be a,message from the ill-fated’
White Star line ship WNaromnic. The
message reads:

*On board the steamship Naronic, at
sea, D00 miles east of Cape Hatteras.
Steamer struck. by eyclone; now sinking.
As we push off in only boat left we toss
this message overboard in the hope that
it may reach land and tell of our fate.
Good bye.”

* The White Star freight steamer Nar-
onic sailed from Liverpool: for New
York| on February 11, 1893. From that
time [to this nothing has been heard of
the draft. It was believed that she
turned turtle and sank. _The steamship
Coventry, which arrived at Bremén on
March: 30, 1893, from Férnandida,
passed two life boats while on the voy-
age from Florida, They bore the name
of ‘the Naronic, but did not show any
evidetice of having been occupied.
