this, but I will not.” i

“Then what do you propose to do?”

CROW’S NEST PLANS,. ...,
HAVE BEEN'FILED

J. M. Stark is Here ou Business With
Government in Connection With
Construction Work.

J. M. Stark, wife and ‘daughter, ar- |
rived -from ‘the Sound this morning on
"the steamer Rosalie., 'They are regis-
tered at the Dominion hotel, and -have
come from the interior of the province
by way of Spokane, where Mr. Stark
‘has been for some time attending to im-
portant business.

Mr. Stark is a rerresentative of the
Crow’s Nest Pass railway, and when ap-
proached by a memter of the Times
staft this morning he made a statement |
which goes to show that the Crow’s Nest |
people have up tjll the present been ex- !
wceedingly active in preparing, for the
building of the px;oposed railway. He
said he was here on the important mis-
sion of laying before the governifient the
plans for ‘the construction of the rail-
way.

Continuing, he said that if all went
well, which he bad every hope would
be the case, the contractors were pre-
pared for immediate work; and if neces-
sary the construction of the line could
be commenced next week. He has al-
ready seen ‘one of the cabinet ministers
and his conversation with him was of |
a very satisfactory nature. In fact he -
had every confidence that the govern- |
ment would accept the plans and that
the railway will in a very short space
of time be under construetion,

The route of the railway K is well
known. It is proposéd .to make Jen-
nings, a plaee near the boundary, the
starting point. Thence the line will go
up the Kootenay river to Crow’s Nest
Landing, and frem the latter place
across the country to Fernie. At Fer-
nie the railway will proceed back again |
to the boundary, where it is intended
to make counection with ‘the Great
Northern railway. : ]

This will open up one of the richest
coal lands in the province, and will un-
doubtedly be of great benefit to' the dis
trict through which it runs. e

“Fernie, perhaps, will dérive the grea*-
est benefit, it being practically  the ter-
minus. ‘Those who have made a study
of the scheme, predict that that city
will at least treble her population in a
few years if the raillway is successfully .
built.

There can be no doubt, according to
Mr. Stark, that the building of this road
will be of lasting benefit to the trade '
and population of British Columbia.’ It
will open up an entirely new avenue of
trade. i

Mr. Stark will remain. in the city un-
til he receives some word from the gov-
ernment in regard to his business. In
the meantime he and his family are
taking in the many points of interest in
the eity and express themselves as much |
pleased with' what they have seen.
