From its orginal inception as a merely preparatory school, the College
has 'gradually advanced. to the stauding of a first-class Medical Institution,
where a thorough and complete medical education’ is afforded to a large
class of young men, drawn from. various parts of the Maritime Provinces,
who would have otherwise, gone, away to pursue their studies chiefly, in
the United States, ut a loss to the country and at greater expeuse to
themselves, i

By the requirement of a strict preliminary or matriculation exaning-
tion, by incressing the duration of the period of ‘study; and by the high
standard of theprofessignal,examination demanded, it is claimed that the
qualifications of young men entering the profession, even in cases where
their entire course is not taken in. this (College, has been rendered very
