‘Frozen to Death
in View of 200

Providence, R. I. Dec. 21.---In full
view of 200 people who were powerless
to extend aid, Alfred Jacksom, of 164
Alvison Avenue, this city, was frozen to
‘death while standingonarock under the
falls of the Pawtuxetriver this afternoon.
Jackson with two companions, L. P.
Mathewson. aged 19, of Fifth Street
East, Providence, and Jackson’s brother
Arthur, aged 20, had been carried over
‘the falls in a-canoce. The other two
young men were rescued with great
difficulty and were removed to. the
Rhode Island Hospital in a critical

. «condltion fromi exposure.

The three young men in the canoe left
the Pawtuxet Canoe Club house about
the middie of the afternoon and paddled
slowly down stream. When just above
the falls they allowed the canoe to drift
' too néar t.hg edgeand were carried over.

*' Their shouts attracted the attention of
 men in the street nearby, who ran to the
. river wall and saw Mathewson floating

standing on a half submerged rock, in
the water just at the foot of the falls,
wuholdmg up his brother Arthur.

Mathewson, who had floated
down stream, was rescued in a similar
way by catching a life buoy thrown from
a nearby bridge.

be rescuers threwa line to him, expect-
ing to pull him to a place of safety, they
found they were unable to move him.
In the roar of the cataract his shouts
could not be heard, but it was evident
that one of his legs had become caught
under the rock or some other object
under water. Several ineffectnal
attempts were made to rescue him in the
next half hour, Jackson assisting until
cold rendered him unconscious, or at
Tleast helpless. Four voung men, Will-
iam Church, Dewey Knight, Harry
Horton and Fred Low, put out in a small
skiff went under the falls and was
capsized. He was pulled out of the
water by a-line thrown from shore.
After the four men from the other skiff
had tried unsuccessfully to pull Jackson
off the rock with a line which they threw
to him, Adelard Potovin, a young man
of 22 .years, known as '‘ Nervy Nat,”’
because of various heroic feats in which
he has previously, figured, went out hand
over hand on a line which Jackson had
tied around his body and the other end
of which was held ashore.
Potovin reached .the rock beside
Jackson and tugged at his shoulders in
an effort to pull him free, but was unable

" to move him. After some time Potovin

became benumbed by the icy water,
which frequently drenched him, and Wwas
forced to desist in his endeavors. He
was pulled ashore in an exhausted con-
dition.

A short time after that, Jackson ap-
parently lost consciousness, and the big
crowd on the bridge and on each shore
of the river, unable to lend him any
hope of rescue, was forced to seehim die.
His body, half submerged,, remained in
a standing position below the falls when
darkness hid it from view. Jackson was
22 years old and was employed as a clerk

Jackson, who was drowned under' the
falls yesterday.

The body had fallen under the cascade
and as one of the feet had become caught
in a crivice in the rocks’ it was necessary |
to use a rope to draw it up. The body
was terribly bruised by the torrents of
water that had poured upon it all night.

The condition of Arthur Jackson and
L. P. Mathewson, who were rescued
after long exposure in the icy water and
later taken to .the hospital, is repogted
as much improved today, and ‘it is said
that both will recover.

General Fishery Regulations

Sec. I.---Angler’s Permits in the In-
land Waters of thg Dominion of, Canada.

1. No person, other than a- British
subject, shall angle for or take any sport-
ing fish in Canada without having first
obtained tlhierefor' an angler’s permit;
issued by the local fishery officer in each
district, under the authority of the Min-
ister of Marine and Fisheries, except in
the Provinces of Ontario and Quebec;
where such permits are issued under. the
agthority of the Proyincial Governments.

2. Each person; not a British.subject, | Chiristmas."

shall pay for such angler’s permit a fee
of $5.00.

3. One angler’s permit "only shall'be
issued to each applicant. Such permit
shdll not be transferable, and can be
legally used only by the person whose
name appears thereon.. Each holder of
an angler’s permit shall be required to
produce and exhibit his permit, when
called upon to do so by ‘any ﬁshery
officer. - L :

4. No person -shall use, under an
angler’s permit ymore than one fishing
line, provided with _not more than three
hooks.

5. No trout shall be retained or kept
out of the water under 6 inches in length
and no salmon‘or grilse of less weight
than three pounds ;but every person who
takes or catches any of the fish mention-
ed, of a less size or weight than the min-

imum named, shall immediately return |
