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THE MONCTON AGREEMENT.

Voters of the city of Moncton have almost unani­
mously endorsed the agreement made by the city council 
with the "Moncton Tramways, Electricity and Gas Com­
pany, Limited." This agreement transfers to the com 
pany from the city all the electric lighting and gas light­
ing plant, and authorises the company to sell light and 
power, and to establish a street railway system. The 
company agrees to supply electric lights for public and 
private use, to provide the street railway and to bring 
natural gas into the city for light and power purposes.

This contract is the result of the discovery in Al­
bert county, within a few miles of Moncton, of natural gas 
in quantities sufficient, as it is believed, to supply all 
the requirements for all these purposes. Natural gas 
will be supplied to those who need It for light, heat and 
power. It will be changed into electricity for the other 
purposes. The contracting company is the corporation

Dr. Koch, who is dead at the age of sixty-seven, will 
be held In grateful remembrance for pointing out to the 
world the nature of the most destructive of all diseases, 
and thus leading on the way to Its prevention and curé. 
Another lifetime mgy see consumption classed with 
small-pox, as a disease which is practically extermina­
ted from enlightened and progressive countries. It 
Is only about thirty years since Dr. Koch began his 
Investigation into the cause of tuberculosis. Three 
years later he announced the discovery of the bacillus, 
lie gave many years to study and research In pursuit 
of a remedy. Pasteur in Paris was working out the 
germ theory of some diseases, while Dr. Koch was 
carrying on his inquiries. It is not necessary to con­
sider which accomplished the most or how much each 
received from the other, and from various experimenters 
and theorists earlier than either of them. What we 
know Is that the science of bacteriology has revolution­
ized medical doctrine and medical treatment. The 
great doctors and scientists who developed the germ 
theory, the physicians who have discovered how this 
knowledge may be put to use, have been Instrumental in 
saving many lives, and have brought hope and comfort 
to many homes and hearts. The work that Dr. Koch 
started is yet only well begun, and the next generation 
will be better able than this to estimate its full 
value.
