—-Naval Guns Prevented a Disaster. _

London, July 11, 435 u. m—"No au-
thentic news from Pekin” is still the bur-
den ‘of the despatches from the Iar Fast;
and, although the disposition is to believe
the optismistic reports from Chinese sour-
ces, no real confidence is possible until

~ the legations, if they are still in existence,

are permitted to comunicate with their
governments. If, as is alleged, the ‘‘Box-
er” movement is losing ground in I’ekin,
it might have been supposed that the
Boxers would have endeavored to scnd
up reinforcements from Tien I'sin; but,
instead of that they are still in great

{ force in the neighborhood of the latter
. place and are assisted by tue nuyerial

Chinese troops, with ample, efficient artil-

" lery. According to a special Che loo

despatch, the fighting around Tien ‘Isin

" on the 3rd and 4th was the severest. yet
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experienced. The British losses alone were
thirty killed or wounded. The ( hinese
had 75,000 men attacking simultaneously
from the west, north and east and made
excellent practice with over 100 guns. The
defenders numbered 14,000, with scant sup-
plies and it was only the presence of the
newly arrived Japanese and Russian
guns that prevented a disaster. One Rus-
gian company of infantry, numbering 120
men, had 115 killed or wounded. The
German contingent also suffered heavily.
By the evening of the fourth, the situa-

gion wes very critical. The allies nar-

rowly escaped total defeat. Providential-
1y, when things were at their worst, a
torrential rainfall compelled the Chinese
to retire.

On July 6th, the rain having abated,
the Chinese renewed the attick, opening
fire on Tien Tsin with two batteries of
four inch guns; but the allies, aided by
two of H. M. 8. Terrible’s 4.7 guns, suc-
ceeded in silencing the Chinese artillery
after eight hours of fighting.

At Shanghai it seems now to be the
general belief that the date of the despatch
of July 3, asserting that two Jegation»
were still standing, was an error, either
accidental or intentional.

According to the Shanghai correspon-
dent of the Express, it is war to the knife
between the Dowager Empress and Prince
Tuan. In a recent edict, the latter bold-
ly discards his mask and signs himself
as Emperor. He warmly commends the
prowess of *‘His faithful Boxers” and in
flowery languagé appeals to their cupidity
and fanaticism. In the same decree ’rince
Tuan appoints Prince Tsuan, the *lron
Capped;” Prince Tsaishan, his lmpenal
(lansmian, and Kang Yi to command the
three chief wings of the Boxer army.
Phree hundred Kuropean refugees {rom
Tien Tsin have arrived at Shanghai in a
state of destitution after terrible suffer-
ing = The Chinese version of the
origin of the outbreak as published m
Shanghai is that Baron Von Kettler was
hated by the Pekinese, who, taking ad-
vantage of the disturbed condition of
affairs, shot him’ out of revenge, thercehy
causing a tonflict between the Chinese
troops and the Germans, the Jatter of
whom destroyed the Tsung lLi Yamen.
The infuriated soldiers under Prince Tuan
then gained complete control over the
Dowager Empress. !

The Daily News’ Tien Tsin correspor-
dent says the allies have decided to bom-
bard the native city whizh they have
hitherto hesitated to attuack, owing to the
heavy commercial interests nvolved.

The . London _daily panats comment
favorably upon Secretary of State rlay’s
circular. The Times says:

“It will meet with general approval and
welcome in Great Britan. While 1t s
manifestly dictated by regard fcr Ameri-

can- interests, it coincides closcly 1n al-

most:all important resvects with £ng end’s
‘avowed policy. 'The reason 1s snnple.” In
Cll-li':a the interests of both countries are
primarily commercial and 1t is from their
cominercial intercsts that their pe-tical
interests are derived. Sacretary Hay
bears. this fundamental fact steadily In
mind.”

Foo Chow Calm.

Paris, July 10—The French consul at
Foo Chow telegraphs under date of July
10, -as follows:

““The town is calm; the viceroy and the
Tartar marshal have issued a proclauma-
tion favorabie to foreigners and asking that
warships should not come to Koo Chow.
‘They propose in return to take such steps
as will avert trouble in the Fo Kien prov-
ince.” .

Germany Making Preparations.

Berlin, July 10—The for¢'gn office today
informed the Associated Press that all the
powers had consented to Japan’s landmg
a large force in China, but the stipulation
was made beforehand that no powers could
derive any advantage territorially from the
jact of its having more troops in China
than the others. The Japanese govern-
ment has expressed perfect willingness to
send troops under thesz terms. The for-
eign office further denied the correctness
of the statement by the St. Petersbu:g
Herold that Germany and Russia made &«
secret agreement last fall for common ac
tion in China, adding:

“The relations between the two govern-
ments have hitherto been so friendly and
the agrement on China so complete that
@ treaty has been wholly unnecessary.”

An official of the foreign office slated
that a meeting of the foreign affairs com-
mittee of the Bundesrath, which will be
held tomorrow, will be purely for the pur-
pose of informing the other German cabi-
nets of the status of the Chinese question
and that no decision will be taken.

The North German Lloyd mail steamer
Gera has been chartered by the mimistry
of marine for a hospital ship for use in
Chinese waters and the same company’s
new steamer Strassburg for transport ser-
vice there.

The postal authorities publish the an-
nouncement that the following telegraphic
eonnections are’ completely interrupted:

“Tien Tsin to Taku via Helampo and

'T'he Berliner Neuste Nachrichten calls|
attention to the distribution of United
States troops in Cuba, Porto Rico, the
Philippines and China, saying:

“The United States puts troops where
they are most needed, which is a good
exumple for Germany.”

The Start of the Fighting.

New York, July 10—-The Rev. Dr. C.
e ('reegan, \ general agent ot
the American board of for-
eign missions, has received a letter
from the wife of the Rev. Horace T. Pit-
kins, a missionary stationed at Pao Ting
Fu, where the disturbance began. Mrs.
Pitkins is now at Troy, Ohio. Iler last
Jetter from her husband was dated JMay
98, and in it Mr. Pitkins tells of a fight
in a nearby village on March 16. He says:
“It seems that in the moonlight of Sat-
urday night, the Boxers came down to
the village, surrounded the houses of
the Roman Catholics as they were point-
ed out to them, and then robbed them,
ailowing no one to escape. Finally they
fired the house and as the people rushed
out from the flames they were killed and
thrown back into the fire. Only one
man escaped and they pursued him. He
jumped into a well, so they fired their
guns into the well and threw down bricks
until thinking him dead, they left, He
managed to get out, and started for Pao
Ting Fu, told the Roman Catholics and
they waited ail day for other survivors
to come. As none came on Monday they
saw the provincial judge and he went
soldiers, but they could find nothing.

Joth des-
patches apparentiy were based oo the
same source—the governor of Shan Tung
provinee—and for this reason not as much
faith is felt as to its acceuracy as would
Juve been the case had the information
come through more 1eliable channels. At
the same time oflicials hope it is true.
Consul. Fowler's despatch was undated.

Seerctary Long said tonight. there was
not a word of news for the press from
China, but that he expected some tomor-
rov.

Mr. Wu, the Chinese minister, said to
night he had received no reply, directly
or indirectly, to the message sent by him
to a high Chinese offi in Shanghai,
requesting him to make it kuown by the
best means possible that liberal reward
is offercd by the Americian people for the
safety of the besieged Americans in Chi-
na.

Chinese Emperor Heard From.

London,  ‘July 11, 3.30 a. m—The
Shanghai- correspondent of the Daily Mail
telegraphing yestevday, (Tuesday) says:

“A message has arrived here from
Emperor Kwang Hsu, dated July 2, by
couriers from Pckin to the viceroy of
Nankin; who forwarded it here. It is
addressed to the Russian, English and
Japanese governmegts. It deplores the
regent ceeurrences and solemnly aflirms
that the foreign governments are misiaken
in supposing that the Chinese govern-
ment was protecting the Boxers against
the Christians. The Emperor further im:
plores their aid in suppressing the re-
bellion and upholding the existing govern-
ment.

“In a separate despatch to the Japan-
ese government, Kwang Hsu expressed
decp vegret for the murder of Legation,
Chancellor Sugi Yama.

“These despatches arve taken to indicate
that the Kmperor is in =cclusion and is
ignorant of the seriousness of recegt
cvents.”

Chinese Missionaries.

Toronto, July 10-Ltev. Dr. Warden,general
secretary of the Canadian Presbyterian
church, tonight received the following cable
from Dr. McClure, of the Canadian Pres-
byterian missions in China, dated at Che
Foo: “Maleolms, Menzies, McClures, Wal-
lace arrived at Che Foo. Rest coming.
Danger great. Still hope.”

The cable encourages the church authori-
ties to hope all the Honan missionaries of
the Presbyterian church will reach the
coast safely. The missionaries mentioned,
with the exception of Miss Wallace, ave
married men, whose wives and families
are with them in China.
