~ ON ELECTION DAY

% The following extracts from the elec-
|tion law will- be found valuable and time-
|ly:

| Fach elctor shall be entitled to vote
!only at the polling station of the polling
|district upon the list of ‘voters for which
{his name is entered as such voter, ‘and
|at n6 other.

| Before any vote is taken, the presiding
|officer and -elerk shall open-the ballot box,
fand in the presence of the candidates,
{their agents and the electors then present,
iopenly and publicly examine the same, and
|ascertain that it is empty.

| Before any elector be permitted to vote,
he shall state his name and residence;
(the clerk shall, under the direction of the
presiding officer, enter his name on the
check list, and the presiding officer must
find it on ‘the copy of the voters’ list,
imark it, and be satisfled that his vote is
single, and deposit the same in the ballot
box ' without reading it. Every ballot
{shall have the names of the persons vot-
|ed for written or printed on white paper.
| The officer presiding at any poll shall state
|the names of the candidates to any elec-
|tor requiring it, who is about to vote.

| The names of all or any number of ean-
didates at an election may be written or
printed. upon the ballot paper, and the
voter shall mark through or strike out
the mames of all except the name of the
candidates or. names of the candidates for
whom .wighes to vote, and the ballot
so' market, ¥ othefwise good and wvalid,
shall be counted. If there are more names
not marked: through ‘or struck out than
there ave metmbers to be elected, the bal-
lot shall not be counted.

In. addition t0 the deputy returning of-
ficer and the poll' clerk, the candidates
and -their 'ggents, not exdeeding one in
number for each candidate in each pol-
ling’wtation, and in:the absence of agents,
one: elector o represent each candidate, on
the request of said elector, and no others
shall be permitted to remain in the room
during the time the poll remains open;
provided always, that eny agent bearing
a written authorization from the candi-
date shall always be entitled to represent
such candidate in preference to and to
the exclusion of any elector who might
also elaim the right to represent such ean-
didates; and further provided that in any
election when the number of eandidates
nominated does not exceed two,
the.deputy returning officer may, upon re-
quest of either candidate or his agent, al-
low' of the appointment 6f two agents for
each candidate. j
~Not more than oge elector shall at any
ong time enter the room where the poll
is held, and euch eleetor, upon so entering,
shall declare his name, surname and addi-
tion, and' if the name of such elector is
found on the list of.voterl, he shall re-
ceive from the deputy returning officer an
envelope, on the back of which said de-
puty returning officer shall write in black
ink his initials in the presence of the
voter.

The. elector om receiving the envelope
shall forthwith proeceed into a compart-
ment -of ~tha polling: station, which com-
pertment shall be screened off so that the
voter ehall’be: wholly concealed from the
rest of the room and shall there pRace his
‘bellot: paper..in ‘the. envelope previously
handed to him: by the deputy. ing of-
ficer, and: shall then hand it unsealed to
the deputy returning officer, who shall as-
certain, by examining his initials that it

is the same which he furnished the elec-
tor, and shall then immediately, and in

the presence of the-elector, place the on-
velope containing such ballot paper in the
ballot box. No such ballot shall be receiv-
ed by the Deputy Returning Officer until
after the voter has proceeded to the com-
partment  screened off as above provided,
and has, while there placed his ballot in
the envelope furnished him by the Deputy
Returning Officer. The elerk shall, under
the direction of the presiding officer, then
enter the name of such elector on the
check list.

The agent of each candidate shall have
the right to-deposit in the separated com-
partment of the polling booth, printed bal-
lots bearing the names of the candiddte
