Hon. Allan J. MacEachen (Minister of Man-
power and Immigration): Summer 1968:
Amount, $72,000. Results: Reports received
by the Department indicate that the program
was successful. Between July 25, 1968 and
August 29, 1968, Canada Manpower Centres
registered 11,652 students and made 12,231
placements. In addition there were many
thousands of casual placements in day labour
for farm work, berry picking, etc. There is no
doubt that increased publicity lead to a
greater number of jobs being obtained

_through CMCs than was normal for the time
of the year. Summer 1969: Amount, $200,000.
Results: It is much too early to be able to
provide results of the 1969 Summer Employ-
ment for Students Campaign.

To obtain the information re-
quested would require the examination of
individual files, would be time consuming and
require undue labour and expense.
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2. 2,476 applications have been accepted.
1,303 applications have been rejected.

This included provision
for producer subsidies, storage, interest
charges, advertising and all other activities
of the Commission for the dairy support
program.

2. Direct subsidies to industrial milk pro-
ducers, including export equalization hold-
backs, totalled $117,662,580.17.
