The
chief gardener also received notice to
quit. Secretary Cunliffe stated that
the janitor of the Vetcraft Shop on
Horton street was also discharged.

Upon hearing of these discharges, an
investigation committee, chosen from
the executive, was appointed to probe
the affair and reported that the em-
ployees were doing their work as well
as it could be done. They also dis-
covered that Mr. Dunlevy had fifteen
yvears’ experience at this work while
serving in the imperial army in Eng-
land. All discharged employees are ex-
C. E, F. men.
