George Paine passed to his eternal
rest, after over forty vears of faithful
and earpest service to the Methodist
Churel’ in Newfoundland. He ' was
born at Usk, in the border county
of Monmouth; .on March 20th'! 1848,
son of James and Anne Paine. As a
ygung man he engaged in mercantile
pursuits. For some vears he held a
position of trust in Swansea, - South
Wales, where he was active in cir-
cuit work, and foremost in all branch-
es of church activities: . In 1847 he
came to this country, and after the
customary four™years of probation was
ordained on June 17th, 1878. A few
weeks later he was maprried to Miss

Isabel Bemister, daughter of the late

Sheriff Bemister of Harbour Grace.

During his long itinerancy the de-
voted minister resided in many sec-
tions of the Island, his successve
circuits being: Blackhead, 1 year;
