For
some reason, howsver, these works were not
Jfully sppreciated at Rome, and in 1845 Mgr,
Pecei was recalied from Brussels and relegated
to the Bishap of Perugia. He remained in o
country town for thicty years,

Gregory XVI. died, and in his place was
elected Cardinal Masta-Ferretti, who became
Pope under the title of Pius IX. In 1853, saven
years later, the Bishop of Perugia was made s
Cardinsal, and in connection with his elevation
a strange story was long current. It was to the
effect that he had been namea as a Cardinsl by
Gregory X V1., but that the actual conlersing of
tha honor had been purposely delayed Ly Pius
IX. Thia story is, however, corrected in
memoranda prepared by the present Pope
himeslf and textually reproduced by Dr.
O'Reilly as follows -—

The honor of the sacred purple had already
baen decreed to bim in the intention of Gregory
X VL., from the moraent that the latter recalled
him from Belyium ; and the proof is that the
Pope before his death said to a revered member
of the Sacred College who enjoyed his confi-
dence—Cardinal Bianchi—that he was so much
pleased by Mgr. Pecci’s prompt acquiescence in
accepting the Bishopric of Berugia that be was
thinlnng of promotiog him in the next consist-
ory. 'This Cardival, on seeing Mgr. Pecci afcer-
ward (in 1847), embruced him affectionately, and
making bim sit down by his side, **The church
has experienced a greas loss,” he said, **in the
death of Gregory XVI. [ am sorry for it for
your szke also, Monsignor, for I can assure you
that were it not for that death you would be
already a Cardinal.,” That was the basis for

he story. .

From 1846 to 1878 the Bishop of Perugia re-
mained in Umbrin, and then he was summoned
to Rome by the ag>d I'ius IX,, to succeed Car-
dinal de Angelis in the nost of Camerlengo.
With the death of Pius IX,, 1t develved upon
the Cardinal Camerlengo to fill the place of the
Pope until the elcction of his successor. 1t was
& trying time; relations between the Church
and the ltalian Governmert were very acute,
and great tact was required on the parb of the
officiating Cardinal. o performed his difficult
part eo well that he plessed both the Church
and the Goverument. Then eame the election,
The recent biography of Pope Leo XIIL. gives
a graphic account of the proceedings.

Of the sixty-four Cardinals who were sum-
moued, Feb. 18, 1878, to choose a new Pope,
four had been created by Gregory XVI., and
the rewsining sixty by Pius 1X. On the first
ballot Cardinal Joachim Pecci was named by
twenty-three Cardinals, po other member of the
conclave recsiving anything like that number of
votes. *‘As the name of the Camerlengo,” says
the writer, “thus comes up with ominous fre-
quency, he is seen to be greatly disturbed, His
pale, intellestual, ascetic countenanca is over-
cast by an exprestion of mingled dismay and

grief.  Still the number twenty-three

is not kalf that of tke eclectors

present, and an  abeolute  &wo-third
majority is neceseary to an election. The fol-

lowing further description is condensed from the
biography :—During the recess which followed
the morning session, each elector had been re-

flecting on the qualities of the man for whom

twenty-three votes had been cast. Inthe after-

noon & secoud ballot was_ taken, and as the

names recorded for his nomination rolled cn to
thirty-eight, ‘‘the trouble, the emotion, the
terror of the bumble-minded Camerlengo be-

came uncontrollable. Cardinal Donnet, whose
gent waa nexy to Cardinal Pecci, has described

what he witnessed at thia stoge of

the procsedinga:—‘I remarked Cardinal

Pecci, hearing his own pame men-

tioned 8o often, and that everything
pointed to him ag the successor of Pius IX,,

Ennd shook #0 violently that the pen he held
fell to the ground. I picked it up_and gave it
to him, eaying : ‘ Courage! there is no ynestion
here of you; it is the Church and the future of
the worfd that are in question,” e made_ no
reply, only lifting his eyes tn Hesven to im-
plore the Divine assistance.” Althcugh the
thirty-eight votes still fell short of the required
majority, it was probable that the election of
the Cardinal Camerlenge would be assured
abthe session to be held on the following
morning, Another French Cardinal, De
Bonnechose, has given an account of
the candidate’s appearance and bebavior on the
morrow :—** Cardinal Pecci looked, on Wednes-
day morning, pale and frightened. Just before
the voting began he went to one of the most
reverend members of the Sacred Collegs, ‘I
cannot control myself,” be said, ‘I must address
the Sacred College. 1 foor that they are abont
to make a sad mustake, People think I am a
learned man ; they credib me with possessing
wisdom, but I am neither lesrned ner wise.
They supp-se that I have the necessary qusli-
ties for & Pope, I have nothing of the kind.
This is what I want to say to the Caxdinals,’
TFortuately the other said to him:—'As
for your learning, we, pot you, can best
judge of that. As for your qualifications for
the Pontificial office, God knows what they are,
‘Leave all to him.” Cardinal . Pecci obeyed
him.” Then the third ba'lotirg took piace, and

'The
thing Beecher had may be found in a pagan ;
but it does not enable a man to attain a saper-
natural end. If a pagan lives up to his light
he will attain a state of natural happi-
neas, -but he cannot share with the Chris-
tilan believer in supernatural blessedness,
that is, he cannot see Maker face to face. To
reach this state of beautifal bliss we must
believe Chriatlan dootrine—just precizely be-
cause God revealed it, and his divinely-com-
missioned church, theCatholic.Chiiroh feaches
it.

THE PUPE AND ITALY’S KING,.

Contrary to the quite general expectation,
the jobilee New Year's day at Rome does not
serve to bring the Vatican and the Quirinal
nearer together, On the ather hand, unhappy
incidents have come up during the week
which emphasizes their fixity of hostile separ-
ation. The Dnke of Terlonia, who is the
syndie or mayor of Rome, was yesterdsy re-
moved from his office by a personal decree of
the King, made by unanimous consent of hia
Miniaters, for having paid a ceremonious vieit
to Cardinal Parocchi, the vicar of Rome, and
offered the congratulations of the Roman mu-
nicipality on the occasion of the Pope’s jubi-
lee. The reason for this stern resolve can)be
found in the Pope’s refusal to receive the gita
which the King and Queen of Italy had cansed
to be prepared for him. Why the Pontiff did
this, partioclarly at just the time when re-
conoilintion was in the air, it is perhaps not
becoming to iuquire, but it certainly seema
frreconcilable with the general reputation of
the present Pope for shrewdnéss and amia
bility, Whatever be the cause, there is no
doubt that King Humbert is in a bitter state
of rage ot the affront. Not only was the
ponishment of Torfonia reaclved on, but word
was Bent to Amadeus, Princess Clothilde and
all the other members of the house of Savoy
that no present should be offered—an admoni-
tion which was immediately observed, Asa
consequence of this angry attitude of the
royal family there is a wide changing of the
plans in the court circles of Catholio Europe,
the reanlt of -whioh is that not a single
princely member of any reigning house will
be presentat to-morrow’a ceremoniei,
