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(d) the parties so agree by a memorandum signed by them
or by their attorneys or agents.

Proviso. Provided always that when a suit has been instituted in any
registry no further suit shall be instituted in respect of the
same matter in any other registry of the court without the 5
leave of the judge of the court, and subject to such terms as
to costs and otherwise as he directs."

As to 4. Where in any district there are more registries than one
iroceeing". all proceedings in any suit shall be carried on in the registry

in which the suit is instituted,, unless the judge shall other- 10
wise order.

Coming into 5. This Act shall not come into force until; Her Majesty's
force of Act. pleasure thereon has been signified by proclamation in the

Canada Gazette.
