Indeed it
gseems that the world is waiting not
for the concerned scientists and the
men and women with crealive artis-
tic imagination to take over. There
may be more hope in Unesco than
in the Security Council.

In all this I have not forgotten
Canada, my country, and you and
me. We are the Canadians who find
our immediate and first responsi-
bilities within the framework of a
particular geographical area and a
particular perliamentary and judi-
cial swstem which we call our own.

This is no time for petty provin-
cialism or a strident pathetic Cana-
dianism. It is rather a time in
which, as Canadians, we s2e our-
selves missing Nationalism in the
old sense of sacred soil and inviol-
abie sovereignty and chauvinistic
armed forces. Missing that Nation-
alism, we may move, without turn-'
ing our backs on our proper local-
ism (there is rio necessary antithe-
sis between the sense for locality
and the sense for worlid community)
we may move intc the sense of
world community and play cur part
in finding the cultural pattern for
self-preservation in that commun-

| ity. We were good in making and
