The real issue is that the Red
Herring Book Co-op is moving.
On Saturday, January 17, it closes
for the last time on Argyle Street
and reopens four days later, Wed-
nesday, January 21, at 1555 Gran-
ville Street with a 20-per-cent-off
sale on all books.

The Red Herring Book Co-op,
started in 1977, likes to think of
itself as Halifax’s alternative
bookstore — meaning that it’ll

carry and sell literature, records,
and posters that you won't easily
find elsewhere in Halifax.

It carries books on ecology,
peace, feminist literature, femi-
nist theory, media and literary
criticism, gay and lesbian issues,
education, children’s literature,
cooking, and a variety of general
literature which puts Coles to
shame.

As a co-op, the Red Herring is
run on a non-profit basis, essen-
tially by a core group of 15 to 20
volunteers. There is one paid
part-time worker, store co-
ordinator Barbara Lounder.

If you talk to Lounder about
the move you can't help but think
things look good. The new store
will have almost twice the floor
space of the present store, so there
will be more room to display the
Herring’s wares.

The additional space also
means while you skim and turn
pages you won't be elbowing the
radical sociology prof at your
shoulder in the belly. Though if
you want to share a coffee with
her you'll be able to do that in the
coffee room the new store’s addi-
tional space makes possible.
