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proficiency certificates and one bronze
medal have been taken by our pupile, many
of whom now possess the much-coveted
grade “B” diploma, while many others
bolding two, three or four certificates hope
soon to complete the course and take rank
with their more euccessful comrades.

The authorities are doing what they can
to advance the interests of our mechanical
industries, and, with a view to that end,
industrial drawing has been given a promi-
nent place in our curriculum, .nd the
efforts of the Education Department are
being ably scconded by our teachers and
School Boards.

The benefits resulting from a thorough
course in drawing—the training of the eye,
the hand, the reasoning faculties, and the
wethotic tastes—ecannot but be of great
value {0 the student who intends to enter
any of the mechanical trades or professions
of the day. It forms habits of industry,
neatness and accuracy, and cultivates the

powers ofobgervation o0 invention. Draw-
ing shio 11 be taught in school uot to pro-
duce i tists, but draughtemen.
