Officers of the
American Star Line said the vessel was
worth approximately $450,000, and that
the cargo, consisting mostly of foodstuffs,
was worth more than -$1,250,000. There
were ten Americans, including the captain,
on the Algonguin, the owners announced
to-day,

The Algonguin, a freighter, was one of
the first American vessels to sail from
the United States after Germany announ-
ced her submarine campaign of unrestrict-
ed warfare. She carried about 2,000 tons
of cargo and was commanded by Capt. A.
Nordberg, a naturalized American of
Norwegian birth. :

There are two American steamers Al
gonguin. The one sunk was recently
transferred from British registry. She
was a vessel of 1,806 tons gro s, 245 feet
long and 40 feet of beam. She-was a
single screw steamer and was built at
Glasgow in 1888,

Formerly a Canadian-owned boat under
British registry, the Algonguin was trans
ferced to the American flag last Decem-

——=New York, March' 19—Eighty-five
Americans, comprising a large majority
of the crews, were on board the three
American steamers Vigilancia. City of
Memphis and Jllinois, sunk. by German
submarines on Saturday and Sunday in
the blockade zone. The latest imforma-
tion here is that fourteen men are missing
from the Vigilancia and eight from the
City of Memphis. The crew of the [llinois
were landed safely.

The - City ‘o/ Memphis left Cardiff,
Wales, Friday, in ballast, for New York.
She encountered the submarine Saturday
evening, 'and the crew was given 15
minutes to take to the boats. The vessel
was owned by the Ocean Steamship Com-

pany and - valued at $600,000. She left
NﬁwYotk)‘in.ﬁs with ‘cargo of cotton,
which was delivered at Harve, France.
There were 57 men in her crew.

The Vigilancia was torpedoed without
warning, according to the survivors' story,
and the submarine did not appear. She
carried a crew of 45 men, 21 of whom
were Americans, Thirty-one of these
have been landed at the Scilly Islahds.
The Vigilancia sailed from New York
Feb. 28 with a cargo consisting in part of
provisions and valued at nearly $760,000.
The ship herself was said to be worth
$1,000,000.

Beyond the fact that the crew was sav-
ed no details had been received here
early to-day regarding the-destruction of
the Jllinois. She was reported ferely as
having been “sunk.” The Jliinois was a
tank ship owned by the Texas Oil Cam-
pany. She left Port Arthur, Texas, on
February 17 for London with a full cargo.
There were 16 Americans on board, in-
¢luding all the officers and eight members
of the crew. Her entire: crew cousisted
of 35 men. Her home port was New
York.

——London, March 19—Capt. Borum
and the eight men, who formed the com-

City of Memphis. Four of the
missir g sailors are Americans. The boat
was picked up'at ten o'clock on Sunday
morning, empty, and it is hoped that its
occupants were rescued, either by a vessel
carrying no wireless, and landed at some
out of the way port.

the others about one o'clock on Sunday
morning.
