Additional reports
of death in other sections of Louislana
are also being received and the toll of
fiuman life’ exacted by the hurriédne
will' count perhaps g huhdred people
when the final count has been made,

Further details of property losa
reaching millions- of ‘dollars come im
with the gradual restoration of com-
munication. . Relief ‘parties ‘in Terre—~
bonne Parish are continuing
work today. Five hundred sufferers
from the’storm are ‘being cared for at
Houma, the parish seat of Terrebhonne
and, in surrounding neighborhoods. - A
few fishermen with the almost forlorn
hope that missing relatives and friends
may be found or at least their dead
bodies discovered or they may resurer
rect some of their lost belongings ,re=
main upon the scene of their desolat=
ed. homes.

-The families of Thomas and Walter
Rhodes, numbering - fourteen people,
are now reported as being almost eér-
tainly among the dead. Others not jo-
cated who are believed to have per—
ished are Dick Gray, wife and sevew
children, Inez Verret and family of
four, C. Bolt and wife and Norway
Foray. Carcasses of cows, hogs, horses
and dogs strew the prairies for miles
and thousands of dead birds and
muskrats are strewing the waters. The
bodies of ttree fishermen were fouhd
in the * Louisiana’ marshes several
miles southwest’ of New Orleans, - it
wag reported today.

"MELBOURNE, Australia, Sept. 23—
Minister of Defence Cook yesterday
moved the second reading of the dé-
fence bill in the house of representa-
tives, giving effect to . the decision

ference, He said that in addition to
the announced naval proposals, the
scheme would eventually give a force
of 260,000 well trained soldiers, with a
second line of 115,000 and a compact
expeditionary force would be provided
for oversea service. 3 4
