Petrograd Thinks Germans
Will Yet Attempt to
Land

ON RUSSIAN SOIL

Majority of Ships Came Out
of Kiel Canal But Squad-
rons Not Engaged

London, June 7.—A naval engage-
ment at the entrance to the Gulf of
Riga resulted in the sinking of several
German transports, and one large
vessel not named, says the Petrograd
correspondent of the Times. The Rus-
sians lost one auxiliary ship. It is
surmised, the correspondent says, that
the majority of the German ships,
hitherto concentrated at Kiel, came
out into the altic, but battle squad-
rons apparently were not engaged.

It is believed in Petrograd that the
Germans will repeat the attempt to
land trcops on the Russian coast.
