In the Imperial Parliament on June, 
11th., William BIrkmyre, the member for 
Ayr Burghs, asked . ' the Treasury 
whether an application had been receiv­
ed from the Government of British Col- 
Umbia for the advance of the whole or 
any part of the sum of £150,000 authoris­
ed to be paid to them under the British 
Columbia Loan Act, 1892, for transferring 
families from Crofter parishes in the 
Highlands to British Columbia. Sir J. 
Hibbert, then Financial Secretary to the 
Treasury, answered “No application has 
been received.” When I asked the 
Premier about this rumor, he said that 
the answer given by the Minister was 
correct; the Province has not made ap­
plication for the money. “In fact,” he 
said, “I doubt if we are now in a posit­
ion to do anything at all in the matter, 
as the Provincial Act on the subject 
and the Imperial Act do not agree.”

Asked whether he had been in consul­
tation on any subjects with the Imperial 
Government, Mr. Turner stated that he 
had had -conferences with LordRipon, the 
late Secretary for the Colonies, with re­
gard to the Bering Sea matter, also with 
regard to the boundary and other ques­
tions, but that he was not yet able to 
make any statement as to the outcome 
of his negotiations. The resignation of 
the Rosebery Cabinet had interrupted the 
negotiations, * but, as soon as ever the 
new Government assumed office, he 
hoped to interview them on these sub­
jects. But, of course, as a matter of 
fact, any arrangement in connection with 
these matters had to be made by the 
Dominion Government.

Finally the Premier expressed his 
pleasure with the new offices which the 
Hon. Mr. Vernon has taken in Victoria 
Street, S. W., where the British Colum­
bia Government agency is now located. 
And with the B. C. Exhibit at the Im­
perial Institute he seemed to be equally 
pleased. He thought that it was a .use­
ful and creditable display of the Provbice’s 
resources, and is sanguine that, when 
the whole of the exhibit is properly ar­
ranged, the British Columbia court will 
corner ~e highly with that of any other 
Province or colony. "Of course,” said 
Mr. Turner, “ ours cannot be compared 
with the exhibits made by the Australian 
colonies, nor with New Zealand’s be­
cause their Governments have appro­
priated large sums of money for the 
maintalnence of first class courts, and 
doubtless they feel the benefit of doing 
so. Some systematic arrangements 
ought to be made, however, whereby our 
court is kept continually well supplied 
with the best and freshest samples of 
the resources of the Province."

guished son of the Dominion: All who 
Intelligently weighed the material com­
posing the British and Canadian Parlia­
ments must have been convinced that Mr. 
Blake would readily take a foremost place 
In either. A few detracting references to 
his entrance into British politics by news­
papers opposed to the cause he went to 
champion were eagerly copied in Canada 
by his political opponents. But his elo­
quence and ability were not long in gain­
ing the recognition in the British Isles 
which they had already won in Canada. 
At the convention held in Cork to choose 
a candidate as a successor to Wm. O’­
Brien, Mr. Blake’s address was the lead­
ing feature. Mr. O’Brien had been forced 
to retire by a court decision declaring 
him a bankrupt, and the convention se­
lected to fill the vacancy James O’Brien, 
who has also a well-known record In 
the Home Rule movement. The depth of 
feeling which often so naturally marks 
Mrv Blake’s addresses pervaded his refer­
ences to the retiring member. He told 
how, eight years before, he had first met 
William O’Brien in that neighborhood 
when the retiring member Whs on his way 
to stand his trial which they knew meant 
his condemnation in Midleton. Mr. Blake 
accompanied him there and saw that trial 
proceeding—the trial of William O’Brien 
and John Dillon. The circumavanc«, ne 
said, that moved him most was the fact 
that after the trial was over and William 
O’Brien and John Dillon had been hauled 
away to meet their sentence of imprison­
ment, he walked for a while with Mrs. 
Mandeville, wife of John Mandeville, and 
she. told him of the life that she and 
her husband had been leading. He 
farmer leading an open-air life.

O’Brien was a many-sided man, that he 
was a great Parliamentarian, but also 
a great popular force and great Journal­
istic force; that he was not one of those 
men of one opportunity and one vocation, 
who could work in one place and that 
place alone. But there were many posi­
tions and many ways in which he could, 
as they knew from his life-long work, 
render- good services to the Irish people 
and the Irish cause.

It was 
a still greater proof, however, of the ad­
vance of Nationalist opinions in those 

* quarters In which their advance had been 
most Important. That James O'Brien 
should for a great many years have been 
a respected member of the British House 
of Commons, a respected member al­
though a man sentenced to be hanged, 
drawn and quartered, a respected mem­
ber, not because he truckled to any mem­
ber of the British House of Commons- 
not because he abated one jot of his prin­
ciples or views,, and not because he ever 
expressed one word of regret, but be- 
dause the men in the House of Com­
mons had.learned of the work they had 
done in Ireland to raise up those whom 
formerly they had despised and hated. 
The man who gave that last and supreme 
testimony to his determination to do bis 
duty to his country In the dark days of 
the past, should be, as he had been for 
these last years, one of the foremost ad­
vocates of that constitntlonal agitation 
in which they had been engaged and 
In which they Intended to prevail. After 
reviewing the condition of the movement 
and the complications which had arisen, 
Mr. Blake gave an eloquent counsel to 
moderation In judging a Ministry which 
had done its best tn the difficult situation 
in which It was placed.

AN EIGHT-HOUR DAY.
Recent despatches announced that an 

eight-hour day demonstration had been 
held in Hyde Park, London. The weather 
was fine. The London Trades Council 
and the Legal Eight-Hours League were 
supported by a tremendous assemblage of 
workmen, Including the Women’s 
League.

SALMON PACKING AT ANGELES.
The National Packing Co., of Port An­

geles, will be ready In a few days’ time 
to pack all the salmon caught within a 
radius of 20 miles. The plant, consisting 
of five large buildings, and a complete 
canning outfit, Is now nearly ready'for 
use, and 14 Chinamen, a number of fish­
ermen and a host of boys and girls have 
been engaged to work during the coming 
season. Ft is the intention of the com­
pany to make the Straits of Juan de Fuca 
the principal point of operation, 
a reasonable assumption that all 
mon which frequent the waters of Puget 
Sound must, some time during the season, 
pass up the Straits. The nets to be used 
are necessarily very large, measuring 
1,050 feet in length and 100 feet in depth. 
These are loaded upon 30-foot skiffs, and 
after they have been stretched across the 
Straits the ends are brought together, 
thus capturing the salmon. Purse seins 
and beach seins will be used at the 
mouths of rivers and streams In this vic­
inity. Manager Hume says that he 
pects to catch all the fish he wants this 
season in the vicinity of Port Angeles, 
and although the company considers its 
operations somewhat in the nature of An 
experiment, preparations have been made 
to take care of a large catch. After the 
salmon season is over Mr. Hume will de­
vote his attention to canning clams and 
crabs, and he is also of the opinion that 
he will be able to can halibut if he 
purchase them at a reasonable price.

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1WARNING TO DENTISTS.
The following editorial article from the 

London, Ont., Free Press may suggest a 
paper for the next session of the B. C. 
Dental Association: The sad death of Wm 
Barnes, a baker, of Woodstock, in a den­
tal chair this week through the use of 
chloroform should be a warning against 
the danger there is in the use of this an­
aesthetic. It appears that Mr. Barnes had 
for some time been troubled with face- 
ache and decided to have his teeth re­
moved while under the use of chloroform, 
which was administered by a regular 
practitioner. Four teeth had been suc­
cessfully removed, and during the ex­
traction of the fifth he suddènly gasped 
and immediately expired from paralysis 
of the heart, caused by the administration 
of chloroform. Herein lies the danger or 
this anaesthetic, the paralyzing effect on 
the heart and respiratory muscles. Ac­
cording to Prof. Garreston, of Philadel­
phia, in his oral surgery, there Is more 
danger from its use whilst extracting 
teeth in a dental chair than applied at 

r time. The consequence Is the 
foremost dentists or oral surgeons, espe­
cially In the leading colleges, both In Eng­
land and the United States, hardly ever 
use chloroform now, but ether and a lo­
cal anaesthetic. The almost total disuse 
of chloroform by the leading oral sur­
geons Is strong evidence of Its dangerous 
chAracter, and the recent case In Wood- 
stock fully corroborates this view. The 
cases are nowhere Isolated where patients 
have died In the dental chair through the 
administration of chloroform. With the* 
dangerous nature of this anaesthetic In 
view, dentists should exercise the utmost 
caution in its use and so instruct their 
patients, and absolutely refuse to use it 
unless in an extreme case of necessity, 
and then only when the patient has been 
thoroughly examined by a medical ex­
pert as to his physical condition.
