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Irrigation in Alberta.

The Departwment of Interior have
recently published a report by
Mr. John Stewart, Commissioner
of Irrigation, dealing with the
recent development of irrigation
in Alberta and Saskatchewan,
The Commissioner states that the
benefit to be derived from irriga-
tion has been demonstrated with-
in the pas’ few years and points
to the fact that while five years
ago there were 169 ditches in use,
with a total length of 469 miles
and capable of irrigating some
600,000 acres, there are now 272
ditches, with a total length of 922
miles and capable of irrigating
some 3,000,000 acres.

Among the larger enterprises to
which the commissioner more par-
ticularly refers are the canal of
the Aloerta Railway and Irriga-
tion Company in Southern Alberta,
This Company bave constructed a
canal system of over 100 iniles,

besides some 30 miles of laterals, |

lion dollars and there have sprung
ap Wwithin the district watered by
their system seyeral prosperous
towns, éach of which is the center
of a considerable farming district
which was formerly devoted to
grazing, Particular reference ie
made to the beet sugar Industry
which has been developml in the
vicinity of Raymond, Alberta, as
a result of irrigation.
