Gilmor Brown, C. K , ia now engaged 
making a new survey,for tbe bridge railway 
track through the town, the plans’ of which 
will be submitted to the government with 
the other surveyed routes. The new survey 
would carry the track past the lower corner 
of Mr. O. R. Parkin’s residence, through 
Judge Steadman's garden in rear of his 
reride* ce aud on through tbe yards of 
Hoegg'e cm.oing factory. As tbe track 
will not be r«quir*-d to be 1»id for two or 
three months y*t, tbe company are in no 
hurry about making the location.

The wildest sche -icyet proposed, said en­
gineer Brown to a reporter last evening, was 
that which appear-d in a letter in tbe Tele­
graph yesterday and favorab y commented 
upon in the editorial columns. Fredericton 
may have elevated railroads in time bat the 
town was scarcely large enough toad ocate 
such measures yet. To "build an elevated 
track, it would have been necessary in the 
first place to have built the bridge some 
eifbl or ten feet higher in the air. The track 
would require an e’<* »'ion of 13 feet 
to allow a clearance of 12 feet for the 
roadways. Tnen again derricks would be 

quired to load and unload the cars and tbe 
union depot would have to be erected on 
stilts. The impracticability of Bitch a 
scheme as ihat at this late stage of the pro­
ceedings riiould suggest itself to the minds 
of the moat diaint-r-sted.

New 
York made the fortunes of tho Astors, tho 
Stewarts and the Vanderbilts quite as much 
as they made them. Society demands the 
right use of this wealth getting power.

A large audienc® assembled iu the citv 
ball on Thursday evening when the R'-v. 
A J. Mowatt delivered the opening lecture 
of St. Paul’s lecture course. Ia the ab­
sence of Sir Leonard Tilley, who was too 
ill to attend, Mr. Geo. R Parkin occupied 
the chair. Tbe euhj-ct of the lecture was 
• Over the Rockies, or a Holiday Trip to 
tbe Pacifie Coast,” and it was handled in 
that interesting and popular style which i* 
ao characteristic of the reverend ge itleman. 
For an hoar and a half the lecturer engross­
ed the undivided attention of his heart rs. 
a id several times during the delivery was 
the large audience led to applaud bis re-

The Averend gentleman stated at the out­
set that the lecture made no pretensions, 
literary or otherwise. He called it a holiday 
trip to the Pacific coast, and if be could put 
it into words—word-paint some of its scenes 
and incidents—he thought it would be of 
some interest, and not be without Its uses 
If, in what he had to say, be could inspire 
some of the young men present with 

HlBber Wes* amt H«eb*w Ideal» 
of their country, and stir their 
souls towards a purer patriotism 
he Mt that bis words would not be in vain. 
Wh had a country worthy of us, a country as 
fair as any the sun shone on, and, believing 
in its future, we should help as we could to 
make it. Principal Grant in bis book 
“Ocean to Ocean” bad raid : ‘.‘Travel a 
thousand miles up the St. Lawrence ; an­
other thousand on great lakes and a wilder­
ness of lakelets and streams; a thousand 
miles across prairies and np the valley of the 
Saskatchewan; and nearly a thousand 
through woods and over greit ranges of 
mountains, and you have travelled from 
ocean to ocean through Ounad«. That was 
easily said, but to æt out and do it was a 
formidable undertaking indeed.

We wanted enterprise and push among th- 
people. We were Canadians, and we should 
be proud of it. We should never forget that 
the blood of the old Loyalists was flowing 
in our veins, and we should be worthy of 
such ao ancestry.

STRUCK BY AN ENGINE.

He asked her nam* 
hnt could get nd answer from her. 
She was at once taken into the pas­
senger car, and the train pro­
ceeded to Morrison’s Mil's- where Dr. Mr- 
Learn and Dr. Crocket were summoned to be 
in readiness at the Fredericton station. The 
wotnaa lay unconscious in the care, and 
none of th» passeng rs coaid recognise her.

-dtutely npon tb" arrival of the tràin 
the doctors ordered her i‘ethov*l to the Com­
mercial hotel where they examined and at­
tended to her Injuries, which In themselves 
are not very ^crions. She is con­
siderably bruised about the leg* 
and arms. The unfortunate woman is well 

to eighty years of age, and it is feared 
that the shock received will provè too much 
for her. It was thought by the train band- 
that she belonged to Doak Settlement, but 
several, who live in that vicinity, and were 
called In to see her, say not. Mr. James 
Boyle says that her name is Milligan, and 
that she peddles articles along the country 
roads; hut do definite lnf»»rmation regarding 
her can be obtained. She is very grey, and 
a respectable looking woman and well clad 
in black.

At three o’clock the injured woman was 
still lying in an unconcious condition an-< 
very little hopes ere entertained of Ler re­
covery There is little doubt but that the 
woman’s name is Mrs. Milligan as mention­
ed above, and that she has no particular 
place of abode, but travelled around the 
■ountry peddling goods.

At four o’clock Mrs. Milligan recovered 
consciousness, and she may now recover.

ALDERMEN IN SPECIAL SESSION.

A Reform ie the Managemeet 
of the Public Hall.

City’s Overdrawn Accounts-■ 
The Mayor Explains

And Call* Upon the Authorities to 
Proceed Against Defaulter*.

A foil board was present *t the special 
meeting of tbe city council on Thursday 
night, His Worship Mayor Hazen in the 
chair. The meeting was called for the pur­
pose of pseeing the monthly accounts for 
Juuary and to investigate complaints re­
lating to th® sewerage ot the city- Other 
matters came up for discussion, including 
the city’s overdrawn accounts, and consider­
able business was transacted for a special 
meeting. The monthly accounts submitted 
and ordered to be paid were as follows :

Water Service* rreaes.
The new water committee submitted a re­

port which was received and adopted. Tbe 
committee mentioned tbe fact in their re­
port that two mains and many of the private 
services in the city were frozen np at pre­
sent and that the penetration of the frost in 
the ground this season was unprecedented.

A bill of $12 was presented for scrubbing 
and cl aoiog the city hall after the depart­
ure of the Wizard oil company, which was 
ordered to be paid.

Sewerage Onaylalnia
A bill of $20 was ordered to be paid to 

Mr. Doggie for engrossing address to Sir 
John Jk. Macdonald.

Aid. Hilyard stated that a formal com­
plaint had been made to him that the well* 
along Shore street, In the vicinity of the gee 
works, were being contaminated by the es­
cape of ammonia water from these works. A 
medical practitioner of the city wa* 
authority for the statement that it was lo- 
jurjqus to the health of the community, and 
that the matter should be attended to. He

ived that a committee be appointed to In- 
teetlffate the matter.

Aid: Richey said that every resident along 
Shore Greet was using tbe city water with 
one exception, and Aid. Hllyard’e formid­
able complaint was not a complaint of tbe 
residents of the vicinity but from ane man 
only. The source from which it emanated 
was well known. He was act aware that 
ammonia water was Irjorions; it was quite 
contrary to general belief if such was tte

Aid Gilman said he had heard complaints 
years ago of such a nature, but lately he 
had heard nothing about it. If the investi­
gation extended to all paru of the city, he 
would support the motion made.

Aid. Parker knew that the water was af­
fected in the vicinity of the goa works, pre­
vious to hi* marriage, as he bad ocoason to 
visit that section of the city quite frequent 
Since the Shore street sewer vas put down 
however, he had understood the well water 
ie that, vicinity warn rendered much purer 
He believed that much filth wee being run 
•ff in these sewers all over tbe city that 

should not be permitted to eular the aawere 
and ha thought the investigation should be 
made general.

Aid. Hilyard gave farther reasons for tbe 
trou» ds of the complaint and was willing 
to make the investigation general. The mo­
tion carried and the matter of investigation 
was referred to the road committee.

Aid. Limerick said thus bad been consid­
erable talk and feeling over town about the 
low figure at which the hall was rented to 
the Wlsard 0U Company. Tbe chairman of 
the ball committee was not empowered to 
cut prices in letting the City Hell without 
consulting the oomocll. The bye-law relat­
ing to this wan produced and read. The 
amoant for which tbe recent company had 
obtained tbe hall was altogether too small 
and every precaution should be taken to pre­
vent a recurrence sued a similar loss to tke 
city la future. He noted, seconded by Aid. 
Porker, the following bye-law, which wae 
carried unanimously :

There is, aa it seems to us, one lesson

immediate future. The representations 
of land agente and other considerations 
have induced many to take up western 
lands without means, on the chance that 
tbe success of the first crop would enable 
them to provide adequately for their 
families.

Borne ten years ago there was a phe­
nomenal wheat crop in Kansas, and the 
next season thousands of immigrants 
poured in, almost destitute, hoping for 
an immediate return from wheat. Many 
burrowed in dugouta on dry land, where 
the lack of water predestined them to 
failure. The crop of that year failed. 
The immigrants found themselves likely 
to frees* and starve on the prairiee, and 
they were finally rescued by charitable 
intervention. A few weeks since there 
was a scarcity of coal in Kansas and Ne­
braska, and those who were compelled to 
live from band to mouth suffered severely. 
The chance» of bad crops and trying 
weather should be clearly understood by 
tho* who meditate settlement upon rail­
road or government land in tho north­
west, and they should be able to provide 
against contingencies which are usually 
underestimated by persona interested in 
promoting sale»,—Frank Leslie’s.
