HONORED BY 
UNIVERSITY.

Sir Hugh Gtizean Reid’s Portrait 
Unveiled at Aberdeen.

The North Eastern Daily Gazette, of 
Middfeeborough, just arrived, gives en in­
teresting account of the ceremony which 
took place m the picture gatiery of Msr- 
ischel College, Aberdeen, when there was 
presented to the University of Aberdeen 
a portrait in oil of Sir Hugh Gilzean- 
Reid. The presentation was attended by 
a representative academic company. Pro­
fessor Matthew Hay presided, and many 
of the professors were present.

Mrs. Lincoln Tangye, who had present­
ed the portrait of her father to the Uni­
versity, was accompanied by Lord and 
Lady Haddo, and the proceedings, al­
though not protracted, were exceedingly 
interesting.

Sir Hugh Gilzean-Reid was a student 
of Aberdeen University, and received its 
honorary degree of LL. D. in 1887.

Mrs. Lincoln Tangye gracefully made 
the presentation. She had. she said, long 
desired to see a portrait of her father in 
the University of Aberdeen, and was 
gratified more* than words could express 
at being able to offer this gift, to an in­
stitution for which her father cherished 
so much love and regard.

The portrait was unveiled amid loud 
applause.

In accepting the portrait. Professor 
Matthew Hay said the great career of 
Sir Hugh Gilzean-Reid should be an in­
centive to their ablets students ot qual- 
ify for the highest posts in a profession 
wbich provided ample scope for the exer­
cise of the highest mental endowments, 
and provided unequalled opportunities of 
helping in the right- ordering of human 
affair* and in the upward progress of 
the human race.

Lord Haddo, who was called upon, said 
he had been on friendly relations with 
Sir Hugh Gilzean-Reid since he could 
remember, and he had great pleasure in 
testifying to the appropriateness of the 
gift which Mrs. Tangye had given to the 
University of Aberdeen and to the 
northeastern counties. Sir Hugh Gil 
zean-Reid had always been foremost in 
promoting that which was for the best 
welfare of those who were not so well 
off as himself. It was very fitting that 
the University of Aberdeen should have 
the portrait of one to whom the stu­
dents could look up as one to be proud 
of, and in whose steps they might worth­
ily follow.

He congratulated the university in 
possessing the portrait of a man whom 
they were all proud to honor.

Sir Hugh Gilzean-Reid was received 
with loud applause. His speech was 
reminiscent of his early days in Aber 
deen. and his connection with the uni­
versity. He thanked Professor Matthew 
Hay for his generous tribute to any 
work he had been able to achieve. He 
had reached the crowning glory of his 
life. , /

He laid no claim to anything except 
one thing, and that was that he had 
tried to lift up journalism to a position 
alongside the professions. It was half 
a century since he entered the univer 
sity, and the lectures which he attend 
ed were as vividly stamped on his recol 
lections as when delivered so many 
years ago.

These lectures had been a source of 
strength and stimulus all through his 
strenuous and exacting life. It was said 
that everything comes to him who waits 
and after fifty-seven years he had receiv­
ed the high honor of seeing his portrait 
added to the choice collection of art 
treasures belonging to the University of 
Aberdeen. Newspaper articles perished 
and the national and international insti­
tutions which he had helped to found 
might pass away, but this work of art 
would never perish, and, like the cease 
less brook, would go on for ever.

On behalf of his daughter, his family, 
and himself, he tendered his heartfelt 
thanks and profoundest gratitude.

PROF. LAW.
Her. Dr. Lyle Addresses Hus on 

His Induction.

Toronto, Nov. 2.—Rev. Robert Law, 
M. A., B. D., was inducted into the 
chair of New Testament literature and 
exegesis in Knox College at a special 
meeting of the Toronto Presbytery last 
night. The solemn ceremony of induc­
tion was conducted by Rev. Dr. Som­
erville, treasurer of teh General As­
sembly. Rev. James Little, of Bramp­
ton, conducted the opening devotional 
exercises. Rev. Dr. Lyle, of Hamilton, 
moderator of the. General Assembly, ad­
dressed the new professor, and Rev. Dr. 
Neal, of Westminster Presbyteries 
Church, addressed the ooegregation.

In his address to Prof. Law, Rev, 
Dr. Lyle dealt chiefly with the men 
needed by the Church in its pulpit. The 
men coming from the theological col­
leges should be men with a message, 
and the right message was the message 
of St. Paul, Jesus Christ and Him 
crucified. The pulpit was not the place 
for polemics on theology or criticism. 
The preacher should deal with present 
truth, present duty and present life. 
The preacner must speak clearly and 
intelligently. The day for sound with­
out sense was gone. The challenge was 
coming from the pew to the pulpit to 
think. There must be clearness in think 
ing, and clearness in expression. The 
church needed men of intellect in 
search of truth, men systematically de 
termined to know the truth. The 
church also needed men of heart. Some 
were stickit ministers, but it was bet­
ter to be that than to be stuck in a 
congregation and have to be starved 
starved out. jâH
