The Belleville School Board will present a 
memorial to the Minister of Education urging 
that in the new senes of readers to be intro­
duced in the schools lessons on temperance be 
incorporated in them ; also that the subject 
of hygiene be introduced. The West Huron 
Teachers’ Association also decided to request 
the Minister to incorporate temperance 
lessons in the new senes, and to make the 
study of these lessons compulsory.

The Board of Education in Hamilton h». 
decided to make a new departure, by re­
quiring that those pupils in the lowest classes, 
who attend school in the morning, shall not 
be allowed to attend in the afternoon. This 
will relieve the existing necessity for more 
teachers and increased school accomodation. 
The teachers will, in the afternoon, teach , 
other pupils of the same grade, who did not ’ 
attend - school in the morning. It is also 
contended that the pupils will be healthier, 
more easily managed (on account of leas J 
restlessness), and that they will make better 
progress.

GARGET. • ;
1 a valuable heifer which is 

extremely hard to milk, owing, I think, to her 
udder being very much, inflamed and afflicted 
with garget, both before and alter calving. Do 
you know of any remedy for making her milk 
easier» .

Garget is generally curable, but not always. 
In mild cases frequent batbidg in tepid water, 
with friction after each bathing, often effects 
a care. In severe cases the water should be 
as hot as the animal can endure. Cathartics 
should always be given when the swelling is 
obdurate, and frequent and thorough milking 
in all oases and a spare diet allowed. Rubbing 
the bag frequently with some penetrating oil, 
like oil of turpentine, diluted with linseed 
oil to a strength that will not be injurious, 
or using iodine salve, are valuable ails, and 
are often, all that need be dope.

good quiet
work horse. Gel on the work horse and ride 
him aroaud" awhile, leading the oolt along* 
side until it gets used to the other horse and 
the harness. Then hitoh the work horse to 
the waggon or sled, as the case may be, and 
hitch the colt ip carefully. Get on the work 
horse/take the colt’s hitching or coupling 
strap in yonr^ ri^ut^ band, ^fasten a line or
h<$d of the line and walk alongside the celt,
and then you are prepared for any emergency.
After drilling the oolt in this way for some 
time, put on the check lines. After 
working this way for a while, unhitch and 
pat the colt on the near side. If it has a good 
disposition yon will soon have it ready to 
work in almost any place. Some think 
it not necessary to go to so much trouble, bat 
I like to get a oolt started right, if it does 
take a little more time and trouble. I helped 
a neighbour break a oolt this spring on this 
plan, and he ssid it was the first colt he ever 
had broken to please him.—PitUburg Slock- 
man.

THE FARM.

1. Sheep breeding it a profitable business, 
and Ontario ia well adapted to raising sheep. 
The limited size of onr terms, and the neces­
sity of providing fodder during six months in 
the year have tended to discourage this in­
dustry, although the climate is much more 
favourable than that of England.

1 Prof. Brown, of the Guelph Agricultural 
College, says in his experience Leicester» are 
ahead of aR others in putting on flesh in the 
shortest time. In early maturing he gives 
the following aa the results of personal obser­
vations :—Leicester*, Southdown, South­
down cross, Leicester cross, ' Oxford Down 
cross, Cotswold being the slowest.

3. There is always a good market in To­
ronto for good mutton, but those who buy 
here for the English market prooer say the 
Southdown or a Southdown cross command 
higher prices there than any other strain. A 
good erosa for wool and mutton combined is 
said to be Leicester with Southdown.

4. Will depend entirely upon the nature of 
the toil and what yon mean by ordinary pas­
ture, whether natural or cultivated.

LITE STOCK. iMÉIbjMm H
It Is » bad sign for a farmer when M feeds 

little or ao grain except to his horses. It 
will pay to give some grain daily to sheep, to 
cows, and to hogs. If well managed, the 
poultry will usually pay better for the grain 
they consume than any other stock on the 
farm.

If the harness be thrown over a draught 
horse, or the saddle be placed on the back of 
a rider, he may be led out of a burning 
stable as easily as on ordinary occasions. 
Should there be time to substitute the bridip 
for the halter, the act of reabne will be more 
easy.—Farm and Home.

Boiled rye is in ho way injurious to a mare 
in foal bat it is not advisable to overfeed a 
mare in this rendition. Oats .are she best food 
for Ü mare, and at this season, if the mare is 
in good pasture, no grain will be needed. If 
the mare is working, a mess of cat grass or 
clover once a day would be beneficial.

A correspondent of the Kama* Farmer says 
that the following sbeep-dip recipe has been 
used quite successfully One pound of sal- 
phnr to one-half pound of lime and one gallon 
of water ; boil one boor ; when ready to nee, 
add three gallons of water to one of the liquid, 
then dip hot The cost of this dip is two 
rents per bead.

Sir J. B. Lewes says that of dry food eaten 
by sheep it has been found that these animals 
stored up in increased weight twelve per 
cent., while cattle only laid np in increased 
weight eight per rent ; or, in other words, 
eight and a half pounds of dry foods increased 
the live weight of sheep as much as did 
twelve and a half pounds the lire weight of 
cattle.

Professor Henry says I would urge that 
our farmers give more oats to young stock, 
colts as well as calves. There is no food so 
easily 'attainable that will so well correct 
acidity of the stomach and keep tne whole 
system m good order. To thou who wish 
to raise Calves on very little milk, I would 
•ay, ere oats and oil meal freely, and by 
studying the wants of the calves yon will be 
able to raise fine animals on a small allow­
ance of milk.

String halt ia a nervous disease, and is very 
difficult and sometimes impossible to cure.
It ia caused by failure of certain nerves to 
act, by which the contraction of the muscles 
ia oat controlled and the limb is lifted np in- 
voluntarily. This excessive moscular action 
wearies the hone and interferes with bis use­
fulness. It may he beneficial to give 10 grains 
of nnz vomica duly for three days, then to 
stop for a week and repeat, and do this for 
three weeks. Brisk rubbing of the limb, es­
pecially from the stifle downwards, with a 
rough woollen cloth for 15 minutes night and 
morning may be useful.

Scratches is a disease of the blood, and 
cannot be cured by outkrard applications 
alone. It consists of an eruption of watery 

•blisters which break and exude a yellowish 
serum, which sticks to the hair aad forms 
croate, under which the inflammation still 
continuée, causing the limb .to swell, the 
swelling at times continuing op ward from 
the heels to the back. ' The treatment should 
be to give a pound of epeom salts, and if it 
does not operate freely to repeat it the second 
day- " After that to give one ounce of hypo­
sulphite of soda daily for two or three weeks; 
or even longer, and apply a wash of sulphate 
of zinc, one drachm dissolved in a pint of 
water, to the diaeased park This should be 
carefully protected against wet, mud. end a(l 
irritant liquid filth, which are sometimes the 
original reuse of the disorder.

It will be found a good plan to teach young 

salves to lead, and will save a world of trouble 
afterward when the calf it a cow or a boll 
It ia not an easy task, however ; not nearly 
so easy as to teach a calf to drink. The 
writer has dune the latter in two days, but 
two months will hardly be sufficient time for 
the former. Kindness will 0ot do it. A 
calf is a frolicsome animal and when it does 
not hang back and refuse to go forward wid 
go dff with a rath and tax a stout person to 
bol3 it To teach this duty to a calf a 00

tool of tbs^frisky gnimst, but with a rope six 
or eight feet long one would be curried off hie 
fast or be forced to let go when struggling 
with a 200-pound calf. It is necessary to 
make the calf friendly by kind and gen tie 
treatment, or the owner will not get within 
handling distance of it ; bat when this is done 
long and patient training is required, end 
sometimes » little judicious chastisement, be­
fore the calf will Teed like a colt The habit, 
too, in inherited, and » calf of a now that has 
been used to tethering and lending will be 
taught to lead much sooner than another one. 
—H. T. Times.

Horn to Break e Colt.
I noticed not long since some one asking 

how to break a oolt to the lead or single line. 
Before giving instructions bow to break a 
colt to the lead line I will first give my plsn 
of breaking a colt from theetart, ai I have not 
seen anything of the kind in your valuable 
paper. I tike to begin to break a colt when 
it ie about two weeks old. Put a baiter on it 
and learn it to stand tied in the stable, or 
wherever yon wish to tie it. By commenc­
ing when it is young you can easily put 
something on it that won’t break. By being 
careful at this time the colt rarely ever 
acquires the habit of breaking. Afterwards, 
then, if yon wish the colt to go along when 
working the team, tie it to the side of ite 
mother, being careful at first; and in less than 
aldgfr-ffoo have tauehtit to lead. Then when

When well broken up and exposed to the 
raine in heaps Corn cobs make a valuable 
manned. They are very rich in potash end 
are therefore especially helpful on sandy soils. 
Unless well rotted, however, they do more 

_harm than good.
Potatoes intended for planting should be 

pnt in a dry, tight, and cool place to prevent 
sprouting. There is now no danger ot freez­
ing if tbey are brought ont of the dark cellar, 
which is the wont of all places to keep them 
at this time ^f the year.

Where there are more ears of seed corn 
stored away than will be needed, as there 
always should be to provide against accidents, 
it is important to nse those that have a 00b 
nearly as small at thebutt as at the middle. 
These ears give corn that will ripen earlier, 
busk easier, and yield more shelled corn per 
bushel of ears.

The liability of potatoes to rot is increased 
by tne use of barnyard manures, especially if 
the season he wet. If it is too ary, cosne 
manure will aometimes increase the effects of 
drought Mineral iertiliseia, in which there 
is a good percentage of potash, have the beat 
effect in producing smooth, merchantable 
tubers, free from acabbinesa and disease.

Cow peas is the great crop for ploughing 
under as green manure in the South. In this 
respect it occupies the" same places» elover in 
the North. The seeds wilP' not ripen in dor 
northern latitudes, bat they can always be 
cheaply procured, and the crop may be aotrn 
for ploughing under. It will rfredttëé a large 

ass of vegetable matter the first season, and- 
is rgebibty better for ploughUjy<*5ë£'tHÏ 
any other annual.

It is found in practice that beans are not a 
good crop to precede wheat. One reason 
possibly is that they leaVfe* the soil in too 
loose a condition or the roots will not bold u 
winter. But the chief objection to beans as a 
fallow crop is that they rob the soil of pre­
cisely the food that the wheat plant requires, 
phosphate and nitrogen. Farmers who grow 
beans this summer should save their land for 
spring grain, which will give opportunity for 
more plant food to accumulate beic 
roots are started in search of it.

Wheat flint *
It is now popularly known that wheat mat 

propagates upon the barberry. Nine species 
of barberry, natives of various countries, are 
now known to harbour the pest. The common 
cultivated evergreen mahonia or ilex-leaved 
barberry, is one of the hosts of wheat rusk 
Wheat mat is common where barberries are 
not known, however, and some other plant 
most breed ik Perhaps it goes through its 
successive stages on the wheat itself, or on 
grass, where it ie known to be common. In 
1765 Massachusetts Colony passed “an Aet 
to prevent damage to English grain arising 
from barberry bushes.” The ' law provided 
for the removing p{ bashes from poblie high­
ways, from undivided property, division lines 
and lands of earless tenants or proprietors. 
Any person, after giving dne notice, might 
extirpate any remaining bushes, and charge 
the expense to the owner of the land upon 
which they stood. Upon refusal or neglect 
of the owner to pay such chargee, the law im­
posed a fine of twice the sum rendered.— 
American Cultivator.

A Good Word for tho Crow.
The time has again come around when the 

crow, after 11 months of faithful and valu- 
able service, becomes an object of hatred and 
a subject for abase and denunciation ; and If 
be were not too wary a bird he would be de­
stroyed from off the face of the earth. For 
one supposed fault we ignore aU the crow’s 
good qualities and condemn him for an un­
proved grime. He ie supposed to pull up the 
young corn, and no doubt at times in partait 
of cut-worms he dosa clumsily take the corn 
with the worm, not being able to do one very 
easiy without die other. A fariner once shot 
a crow in the act, aa he believed, of palling 
np the corn. To relieve his mind of 
doubt he opened tbe bird, and found 
within it a number of cat-worms 
and but one grain «f corn, frobably several 
grains of corn might have been found lying on 
the ground where they had been pulled up 
by the crow in the search for cut-worms, as 
this is tbe unfortunate habit of the bird. But 
it ia a question how much good might have 
been done to balance this small evil It is 
weil that this matter should receive attention 
just at this time, when agricultural writers, 
who only know the erbw from hearsay, are 
advising all sorts of ruthless methods of 
slaughter against it ; and farmers should be 
sure when they adopt these recommendations 
that they are not making a serions mistake.— 
M T. Time*.

THE DAIRY.

Wooden dairy utensils, says an exchange, 
should first be washed' in hot water, then in 
cold, and lastly in hot, and should always be 
thoroughly dried.

— ability of an animal to transmit its char­
acteristics to it* offspring, and thereby blend 
several good qualities in one animal The 
Shorthorn and Herefo-d having been bred 
for the produotioh of beef, are not well fitted 
for the dairy, hut when united with the 
smaller breeds the offspring are more active, 
and while serving well for the dairy still 
oombina many points possessed by the beef- 
producing breeds.

Says the Lie* Sleek Journal —There is a 
limit to which milk may profitably be car­
ried. If the secretion is crowded too bard 
the prodoot becomes vitiated, more watery, 
and decays sooner. Scattering globales of 
blood are of frequent occurrence in the larger 
yields of milk, and the larger the yield the 
more numerous they are apt to be. Occa­
sionally, at the last end of the milking the 
blood will flow ont nearly pure. When this 
extreme has been reached the secretion is too 
large, and it may be remedied by leaving 
b»f\ * P*rt of the milk at each milking 
till tne now dries down to an amount the 
food and vigour of the cow can sustain.

Perfect Better,
Mr. Robert Hall, ah Ohio batter inspector, 

says that where butter ia properly churned, 
both as to time and temperature, it becomes 
firm with very tittle working, and it is 
tenacious ; but its most desirable s’tate is 
waxy, when it is easily moulded into any 
shape, and may be drawn ont a considerable 
length without breaking. It is then styled 
gilVsflgs- It is only in this that batter 
possesses that rich nutty taste and smell, and 
shows np a rich golden yellow colour which 
imparts ao high a degree of pleasure in eat­
ing it, and which increases its value mani­
fold. It is not always necessary, when it 
smells sweek to taste butter in judging ik 
The smooth unctuous feel in rubbing a little 
between the finger and thumb expresses at 
once ite rich quality ; the nutty smell and 
noh aroma indicate a similar taste ; and the 
bright, goldee-elis toning, cream-coloured 
surf see, shows its height of cleanliness. It 
may be necessary at times to nse a tryer, or 
use it Until yon become an expert in testing 
by taste, smell and robbing.

Bow Jfoufehatel Chooto ie Made.
The late Xi A. Willard gave in the Coun­

try Gentleman the following directions :—
“ The Bonden, or Nenfohatel cheese, of which 
considerable quantities are sent to England 
and to this country, is made as follows —The 
rennet is added to the milk, in pots holding 
about three gallons, at its natural tempera­
ture, as it comes from the cow. Varions de­
vices are resorted to tor preserving this tern- 
perature in winter without warming the milk. 
The rennet being added to the milk, it is left 
for many hours—even as many as forty-eight 
—for the card to be deposited ; the card is 
afterward placed in a linen cloth, which it 
ins pended from the four corners of a skeleton 
box, and is then left for several hours to 
enable the whey to drain offi It is 
then transferred to a clean clo\h, in 
which it ia carefully folded np, and is 
submitted to pressure fop about twelve 
hours, or at least ontil the whey ceases to run 
out ; bat tile pressuré is neither very greet or 
very even. The card ie not passed through 
cylindrical moulds, and the small cylindrical 
cheeses thus formed are at once salted ; the 
cheeses being made, are put into a cellar on 
boards, each one being quite separate from its 
neighbours. In a few days, more or less, ac­
cording to the temperature, the first mould, 
thick and white, makes its appearance and 
soon afterwards, especially in summer, the 
cheeses are sold fresh. * * When it is
desired in increase the richness of these soft, 
small cheeses, the cards, (after being pressed 
to expel the wbey (are broken up with ' the 
hand and worked into a smooth paste. To 
this is added as mneh cream as tbe paste or 
card will absorb. In this way the delicious 
cream cheeses sold in Paris as ‘ Fromege 
Gervals,’ are made. ”

ENGLISH HISTORY AFO LITERATURE.
In the section devoted to the reading of

BETTER TERMS,

An Outline of Manitoba’s New 
Financial Arrangement

PREVIOUS CONDITION OF THE PROVINCE-

How the New Terms will Affect 
the Revenue- (

BOUNDARY NOT TO BE EXTENDED.

Winnipeg, May 27.—The Legislature re­
assembled this afternoon, pursuant to ad­
journment to hear the report of Mr. Nor- 
qnay, Mr. MiUer. and the other delegates 
who were sent to Ottawa to make representa­
tions regarding tho financial condition of the 
province, and to secure, if possible, a better 
arrangement from the Federhl authorities. 
Mr. Norqoay stated the results of the mis- ’ 
•ion, which are regarded here as highly satis­
factory. The condition of the province 
financially may be briefly stated in this way : 
When Manitoba went into Confederation it 
waa allowed a subsidy on a,population of 
17,000 souls, and was credited with a capital

Snal to $32.40 per bead. This capital was 
owed to the province in order to place it, 

at regards the Dominion, in a position similar 
to that of the other provinces, whose debts 
had been assumed by Canada. The canital 
debt, as it was called, was equal to $583,000. 
As the revenue, although the subsidy is now 
calculated on a population of 150,000, has 
been so ranch below the necessary expendi­
ture, this capital has been drawn upon until 
to-day there remains of it but $288,000. This 
year $145,000 more of the capital will have to 
be taken for current expenses, aa the esti­
mated expenditure is half a million, while 
the total revenue is but $350,000, so that 
there will be but $93,000 left, It was in order 
to meet this difficulty in making both ends 
meet and to make representations on some 
other matters, that the Legislature appointed 
the Ottawa delegation.

WHAT THE DELEGATES ASKED FOB.
The delegates, aa instructed by the House, 

asked, when negotiating with the Federal 
Government, for, first the control of the 
public lands of the province ; secondly, the 
the control of the school lands ; and thirdly,
» rearrangement of tbe financial terms so 
that tne province might be placed on the 
same footing aa the other provinces. The 
delegates also suggested the desirability of 
removing the duties on canned goods and 
agricultural implements, of extending the 
boundytes of the province to Hudson’s bay, 
of giving the province control of the rail­
ways, and of scouring the construction of 
branch lines in various parts of Manitoba as 
they might be required. The subjects were 
referred to two committees of the Privy 
Council one of which took into consideration 
the financial question and the other dealt 
with the general questions. The. Finan­
cial Committee, after consultation with the 
delegation, came to the conclusion that it 
would have to recommend a change in the 
financial status of the province.

THE FINANCIAL ARRANGEMENT,
The improvement in the finances of the 

province will be effected in this wav. The 
1 eighty cents per head subsidy has of late been

Çiid upon a population of 150,000 tools.
his gave a revenue of $120,000. Ibis 

Capital debt, however, is only calculated upon 
17,000 sonls. It is proposed that the debt be 
calculated upon a basis"of 160,000 souls also. 
At $32.40 pe"r head this would give the pro­
vince * capital of $4,860,000. This of 
course includes the $583,000 already allowed. 
Deducting so mneh of the original capital as 
has been spent $4,462,000 remains. The 
arrangement, however, contemplates the 
assumption by the province of the amounts 
which have been expended by the Federal 
Government, on purely, loeal improve-- 
meats, such as the Bad lament buildings 
and the Government house, which ex­
penses have in the other provinces been 
met out of tbe local revenues It is 
calculated that the Dominion expenditures 
on local wprks have reached $160,000. This 
sum will therefore have to be deducted, and 
upon its deduction the capital ia $4,252,000, 
Wnich sum, at five per rent, will yield the 
province an additional annual revenue of 
$211,000. This, with the subsidy and the 
other allowances, and the local revenue from 
bonuses, etc., will be sufficient to enable us 
to pay onr way.

ANOTHER CHANGE
which is to be made in the arrangements 
between the Dominion and the province will 
be this : Hitherto the province bas been 
entitled to a moiety of the swamp lands or 
of the lands capable of being brought into 
use by means of drainage. For the future 
the province is to enipy these lands, or tbe 
receipts from their sale, in their entirety. 
Still another arrangement effected by the 
delegation is one under which 160,000 seres 
are to be selected jointly by the Govern- 
mente and given as an endowment for the 
University of Manitoba.

THE PUBLIC LANDS.
The delegates asked that the public lands 

and the school lands of the province be hand­
ed over to the Local Government to be locally 
managed. The committee, however, favour­
ed the retention of the management of these 
lands by the Federal authorities. They 
wished to keep control of the publie lands, 
because these lands are offered to the world 
on the faith of the Dominion for homestead­
ing and pre-emption. The school lands, it 
was held by the Dominion Government, were 
a sacred trust for educational purposes, and 
they coaid not be transferred to the province 
without » violation of trust It waa, how­
ever, decided that they would be managed 
subject to the recommendation from time to 
time of tbe Provincial Government as to the 
expediency of selling. The provincial right

CHARTER RAILWAYS
was also discussed by the delegates and the 
Government While it was admitted the old 
province of Manitoba had the right to charter 
railways within its own limits Jet it waa held 
that the Dominion Government had the 
power to veto and that as a matter of policy 
it should veto each charters as might inter­
fere with the national highway. It was 
hinted, however, that as soon as the Canada 
Pacific railway is completed the right to 
veto may not be exercised or that at least it 
may be exercised very sparingly. An exten­
sion of the boundaries of the province north­
ward to the 60th parallel so as to embrace 
within the province the months of the 
Churchill ana Nelson rivers on Hudson’ebay, 
was asked for bv the delegates ; bat it was 
claimed that this wodld add expense to the 
province while it oould not facilitate the con­
struction of the Hudson Bay railway because 
arrangements, which it was hoped would be 
satisfactory, for the early building of that 
line had already been entered into. Under 
the circumstances the Dominion Government 
did not see its way clear to adding to the 
territory of Manitoba. The tariff question 
was left to the Province of Manitoba to deal 
with.

MOTION FOR A COMMITTEE.
Mr. Norquat moved for the appointment 

of • committee from both sides of the House 
to consider the proposition of the Federal 
Government, but Mr. Vreenway objected, 
and urged that the usnal notice should be 
given. Objection being taken the rule oould 
not be suspended and notice was given.

The House adjourned till to-morrow.
