and as they could not come to soy 
eooclusion, hearing that 8t Peter 
bed returned to Jerusalem, they 
aeot there St. Paul and fk. Barnabas 
to consult him and the oUwr Apon 
ties and Priests who were there, on 
the matter. A Council was held, 
and after sufficient time had been 
given to-debate, 8t. Peter, who was 
then Bishop «if Rome, stood up, re­
ferring to a special revelation made 
to him by God, declared that cer­
tain Jewish ordinances were not 
binding on Christiana; which de­
cision was immediately confirmed 
by St. James, Bishop of Jeruaolem. 
and by all the real. (Act* xt. 8).

That that Council took piece in 
tho tenth year of Claudius, St. Jer­
ome gathers from the Epistle to tho 
Galatians ; for St. Paul, who was 
converted the year next aller our 
IjoitI’s Ascension, went to Jerusalem 
to vieil St. Peter the third year of 
his conversion (Galet. I. 18), and 
fourteen years after that visit ho 
went to Jerusalem f Galet, ii. 1) end 
et tended the Coancil. (Acts xv.) 
So that altogether there elapsed 
eighteen years between our Lord’s 
crucifixion and the Coancil of Jer­
usalem . and the eighteenth veer 
from the death ot (,'hriet was the 
tenth of the reign of the Emperor 
Claudius.

Claudius died after a reign of 
thirteen years, and his edict of 
banishment against the Jews, which 
he enacted tour years before, ended 
with his life.

To Claudius succeeded Nero (at 
the age of eighteen >, who, in the 
beginning of bis reign, was of a 
peaceable disposition. This encour­
aged many of lh« Jews and Chris­
tians to return to Rome, as Aquila 
and Priscilla did. St. Peter h**ten 
ed also to Rome in the very first 
year of Nero. Two years alter this 
(2nd of Nero/, Si. Peter was joined 
in Romo by St. Paul, who, some 
years Indore, when Peter was ab­
sent, had written his Epistle to tho 
Romans, and now came there a 
prisoner. A difficulty ie advanced 
here from the Acts of the Apostles 
that St. Paul found in Rome that 
the Jews knew of tho Christian reli­
gion only by report, which could 
not lie it Si. Peter had preached to 
them ? Wo must bear in mind that 
St. Peter’s first coming to Romo 
wits before the expulsion of the 
Jews by Claudius. St. Paul was 
conducted to Rome in tho reign of
Nero, after the Jews had been per-

also their not being able to bring 
forth in support ol their aeeertion 
any poeitive argument, hot only 
negative ones, servoe to betray tho 
weak new of their reuse.

Chronologisto, they say, very in
ting the time tbet St. Peter went 

to Romo. It is difficult to recon­
cile the aeeertion that St. Peter was 
in Rome with certain paseegee of 
Scripture. We cannot ecoount why 
SL Paul in hie letter to the Romans 
did not send his salutations to St. 
Peter if St. Peter bed then been the 
Bishop of Rome. Holy Scripture, 
they add, doee not state that St. 
Peter went to Rome, or lived or died 
there.

In answer to this It ehould be 
noted, that the disagreement of 
writers regarding the time in which 
a fact occurred renders doubtful, at 
moat, only the thing upon which 
those writers differ, namely, time 
not the fact upon which they agree. 
Indeed, if the disagreement about 
some point regarding a fact renders 
that point doubtfiil, the agreeing 
about the fact itself which they re- 
late is a greet sign of the truth of 
the fact related.

Therefore, even supposing that 
the historians disagree in flung the 
exact date In which St Peter went 
to Rome or died in Rome, this is not 
a reason for denying that St. Peter 
lived and died there. Thus no one 
thinks of denying the Rrth, the 
baptism, and the death of oar Lord, 
merely because chronologie!* are 
divided in fixing the exact years 
when these fhota occurred.

Thus, likewise, because ignorant 
of certain particulars, we are enable 
to reconcile one fhet with anotht 
or to explain some expression», or 
account for certain omissions, this la 
not a reason for denying whet it 
otherwise satisfactorily proved from 
trustworthy documents.

Thut, suppose we were nneble to 
account why mention is not made in 
Holy Writ of St. Peter going to 
Rome, and of his dwelling and 
preaching there ; suppose we oould 
not explain why St. Paul, writing 
to tho Roman», did not send hie 
ealatatious to 81. Peter—this is hot 
a reason why We should deny what 
is otherwise testified about St. Peter 
by positive and solid authority ; 
otherwise wo might deny that St 
John was Riahop ofltpheeua, and 8L 
/âme* Bishop of Jerusalem, on the 
ground that St. Paal, writing to the 
Rpheeiam, did not send hi» saluta­
tions to their Bishop, W. John, and 
writing to the Hebrews, did not 
salute St James their Bishop in

During hi» episcopacy in Antioch, 
which la»ted seven your», St. Peter 
made exclusions to the near Pro­
vince» of Asia Minor, Pontua, Gala- 
tie, Cappadocia, and Bithynia. as 
St. Leo testifies (Sermon on Saints 
Peter and Paul).

In the eleventh year after the 
Ascension of our Lord, which was 
the second year of the reign of the 
Roman Emperor Claudios, St. Peter 
left the Bishopric of Antioch, which 
he in trusted to Kvodina, and chose 
for himself Rome. Before, however, 
going to Rome, he first went to Jer­
usalem. Then it was that Herod 
cast him into priaon, as related in 
the Acts of the Apostles (chap, xii.) 
But being miraculously delivered by 
an angel from prison, a second tilde, 
be made hie way to Rome.

St. Peter was the first to preach 
the Gospel in Rome, and owing to 
hie sanctity, seal, prudence, and 
power of working miracles, it was 
not long before he made rnaoy con- 
verts. The number of Chrtstisna 
increasing steadily every year, he 
choeo the most distinguished among 
them and sent them as Bishops or 
Priests to different pert* of the 
world, as recorded in the Roman 
Martyrologv. To Sicily he sent 
Paneras, Mercian and Barillas ; to 
Capua, Priecon ; to Naples, Aapren ; 
to Terracina, Epaphrodltos ; to 
Nape, Ptolomeus; to Fiesole, Ro­
mulus; to Lucca, Paulinua; to Re- 
venus, Apoljnaris; to Verona, 
Exuperiua ; to Padua, Proedori- 
mua ; to mcinua, Syrus ; to 
Acqallais, B«-i mogora. To Gaul 
France), likewise, Bt. Peter lent to 
‘oulouee, Martial ; to Cologne, Mat­

ernas ; to Rheima, Sixtus ; to Arles, 
Trophimus ; to Vienna, Crescent. 
To Germany he sent Kuobariua, 
Rgiatua, and Mercian. To Spain he 
sent Torquato*, Cteaiphona, Secon­
das, Inde leal us.

at. Peter leaving Rome, directed 
his journey according to some, first 
to Britain ; according to Meta- 
phrestes, first to Carthage, where he 
placed Crescent as Bishop of the 
Christiane who were in Uiat city, 
then to Alexandria, where he raised 
that See to a Patriarchate, and plac­
ed in it 8t. Mark, with jurisdiction 
over all the surrounding ragions.* 
He alao made Rufos Bishop of The­
bes, after which be continued hie 
Journey to Jerumlem.

About that time there arose

milted again to reside in the city. 
Those who hail heard St. Peter had 
been banished, and probably hud 
not returned. TV. years later (4th 
of Nero), beinj- set free, St. Paul 
passed some time in that capital, 
and then left for Spain nod other 
parts.

t in the tenth year of the reign of 
Nero (the twenty-second ol 8t. 
Peter’s Roman Pontificate), Rome 
was set on tiro. Nero to free him 
sell from the charge ol being the 
author ot that conflagration, and 
turn elsewhere the menacing rage of 
the people, threw the blame on tho 
Christians, and under that pretext 
many ot them were made to suffer 
imprisonment nnd death.

The following year Nero enacted 
the first sanguinary persecution 
against the Christians, which was 
kept in lull vigor lor the remainder 
of his tile.
