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MR. FIELDING estimated last
session to save $222,500 by re-
ducing the interest in the Govern-
ment savings banks from three to
two and a half per cent. on July
1st, and also promised it would be
a boon to borrowers by cheapen-
ing money. The reduction was
subsequently postponed to Oct-
ober 1st; it is now postponed in-
definitely.

THE statistical Year Book of
Canada for 1897, being the thir-
teenth year of issue, has just come
to hand. It is issued by the de-
partment of Agriculture, and has
over 550 pages.

Archbishop Bruchesi's Visit.

His GrACE, Most REv. PavL
BrucHEs1, Archbishop. of Mon-
treal, and his Secretary Canon
Dauth arrived here in company
with his Lordship, Bishop Me-
Donald on Friday evening last,
and was a guest at the Palace till
Monday. Archbishop Bruchesi

"has been making a short tour of

the Maritime Provinees, and on
Tuesday of last week, his Lord-
ship Bishop McDonald met him
and the Archbishop of Quebec at
Antigonish and accompanied them
to Sydney and Louisburg. On
Thursday they returned, and on
Friday, as above stated, they
reached here. via Pictou. His
Grace is one of the youngest
members of the hierarchy ; he is
of slight stature, is an accom-
plished scholar and a brilliant or-
ator, and has already demonstra-
ted remarkable administrative
ability. The archdiocese of Mon-
treal, which he rules, is one of
the largest and most important in
the world. Saturday and Sunday
his Grace visited the diocesan in-

ries away with him pleasing re-
collections of our Island Province.
At the’ high Mass on Sunday, it
was announced that his Grace
would briefly address the congre-
gation in the evening; conse-
quently the assemblage of people
at Vespers was very large. Fa-
ther McGuigan officiated, his
Grace, the Archbishop and his
Lordship the Bishop occupying
their accustomed seats in the
Sanctuary, After Vespers, his
Grace addressed the congregation
from his place in the sanctuary.
He began by explaining that he
was not accustomed to preach in
English, French being his mother
tongue ; but his discourse of half
an honr showed that he can speak
very well in English, -He gave
expression to the great happiness
his visit had afforded him, The
Maritime Provinces did not for-
get, he said, what they owed to
the old See of Quebec, which at
one time exercised jurisdiction
all over Canada. A grest change
had taken place since those early
days ; new dioceses had come in-
to existence, had grown populous
and in turn had been subdivided ;
