Dreadful Murders and Suicide by a
Maniac.—Stafford and the neighborhood
were on Wednesday alarmedby a report,
which turned out correct, of a most tra-
gical event having taken place at Ingestre,
the seat of Earl Talbot. It seems that Mr
Yarker, head game keeper to Earl Talbot,
who was recovering from an attack of de-
lirium tremens, was att-nded by Walter
Murray, the person who was placed in
charge of him by {he advice of his medical
adviser, Mr. Waddell, of Stafford, who had
repeatedly given instructions that any wea-
pon with which he could possibly do sny
injury should be cautiously kerl from bim,
and also that be should be strictly watch.
ed. It appears however, that Murray,
whao is an under-keeper, about six o'clock
on Tuesday evening incau‘iously allowed
Yarker to take out a gun, fn company with
hiss, for the purpose of shooting jackdaws.
After they had proceeded about a mile Yar-
ker shot Murray with a buflet ; Yarker
then returned home, leaving hie victin dead
in & kind of tower or temple. ‘The servant
girl was in the kitchen when Yarker arrived
there, taking tea, with an infant in her arms,
he opencd the door, and shot her dead
through the hicad, the child falling unhurt
to the ground.—Yarker's sister, who is the
widow of a medical gentleman, was in the
small apartment, not more than three yards
from him: he levelled tie gun at her, and
sbe shifting her position he lowered hie
gun from his shoulder: again levelled it and
fired; she distinctly saw the flash, and im-
niediatély moved her head and escaped with
two shots in'the face; Yarker thenvan into
the wood, with his gun unloaded. Ilis
wife, who was in the yard followed him.
In about ten minutes from this time Yar-
ker's sister heard the reportof a gun, and
in abotit two minutes afterward the report
of another, Mr. Waddel, the surgeon, was
immediately #ent for from Stafford, and on
hiw arrival at the sceve found Yarker and
his wife lying about five rrdn distant from
each other, Mrs. Yarker having been shot
throogh the heart, and the upper part of
Yarker's head being entirely blown off,
taking with it nearly the whole contents
of the skull.— Buglish paper.
