Laurier’s political four of Western 
Canada will begin during the first 
week in July and will last sixty days, 
during which the Premier will visit 
all the important centres in the west 
from Port Arthur to Prince. Rupert.

The exact itinerary has not yet 
been arranged nor the dates fixed but 
it is settled that Sir Wilfrid accom­
panied by Hon. Geo. P. Graham, 
Minister of Railways, E. M. Mac­
Donald, M. P. for Pictou, and F. F. 
Pardee, M. P. the chief Liberal whip, 
will leave Ottawa on July 7 or 8. The 
first day in the West will be spent 
at Port Arthur and Fort Willian. A 
couple of days or so will be spent in 
Winnipeg and during the following 
three weeks meetings will be held at 
various points in the Prairie Provin­
ces including Brandon, Moose Jaw, 
Saskatoon, Weyburn, Yorkton, Re­
gina, Calgary, Edmonton, Medicine 
Hat, Lethbridge and other points in 
Alberta.

Reach Coast In August.
Vancouver will be reached early in 

August and a couple of days will be 
spent there and in Victoria and the 
party will go as far north as Prince 
Rupert.

Sir Wilfrid will be back in the capi­
tal by September 6 or 7. The Hon. 
W S. Fielding will be unable to ac­
company the party as he will be absent 
in England during July.

Sir Wilfrid goes to Quebec today for 
a few days and during the next month 
he will take " a short holiday at his 
old home in Arthabaskaville.

ACCUSED OF HORSE STEALING. 
Former Resident of Lloydminster Ar­
rested in Calgary and Brought Back.
Lloydminster, May 13—W. What- 

more, of Vermilion, a former resident 
here, and well known locally, was 
charged, yesterday, before A. C. Fors­
ter and J. Whitbread with the grave 
offence of horse stealing. A well 
known farmer of this district, Holmes, 
had left his team with Whatmore to 
winter and gone to the Old Country 
for a return visit last winter. Prior 
to Holmes returning the accused drove 
to Lashiburn and is charged with sel­
ling the horses with a sleigh and har­
ness, also the property of Holmes. Af­
ter this transaction Whatmore disap­
peared, his traces having been oblit­
erated so completely that the irate 
Holmes thought seriously of telegraph­
ing to Englaand for Sherlock of that 
ilk.

A week ago a rumor was started in 
Lloydminster that Whatmore had been 
seen in Calgary and Corporal Nichol­
son, of the Lloydminster detachment 
of the R. N. W. M. P., took a quick 
time run to the southern town. In a 
very few hours after his arrival there, 
the North-West officer located his man 
and took him into custody, bringing 
him to Lloydminster last Sunday.

The hearing of the case which has 
taken two days, culminated in What- 
more being committed to stand his 
trial at the next court sitting in Bat- 
tleford. He was admitted to bail, 
$1,000 in his own behalf, and $2,000 
put up by others ; total, $3,000.

CANADA IMPORTING WHEAT. 
Bank Clearings Show Large Increase 
Over Those of Corresponding Week..
New York, May 14.—Wheat, includ­

ing flour, exports from the United 
States and Canada for the week end­
ing May 12th, as reported by tele­
graph to Bradstreets, aggregate 2,- 
533,538 bushels against 1,854,070 oush- 
els last week, and 1,129,900 bushels 
this week last year.

Canadian trade reports display some 
irregularity, those from the east re­
flecting the influence of unfavorable 
weather, but reports from the west 
are encouraging. In the east T»’riy 
weather has deterred building opera 
tions and retail trade has been dis­
appointing. -.City collections run a lit­
tle slow, though remittances from 
outside points are fair. Grain is do­
ing well but rain is needed in some 
districts. Bank clearings at thirteen 
Canadian cities for the week ending 
with Thursday, aggregated $118,466,- 
0C0, a decrease of 16 per cent, from 
last week but an increase of 26 per 
cent, over the corresponding week in 
lt09.

The C.N.R. would have got another 
million ties if the winter had been 
Of the usual length. The expects 
tion, however, was that 600 miles of 
steel would be laid during the season, 
and as evidence of the purposes of 
the company in this matter, Mr.
Mann stated that more than one-sixth 
of the work had already been done.

Speaking of the water transporta­
tion of the C.N.R., Mr. Mann stated 
that the Royal Edward, the first 
passenger steamer of the company, 
would sail from Bristol tomorrow.
Mr. Mann states that this is the fast­
est boat running to any Canadian 
port, and that it is in equipment the 
equal of any boat running to any 
port on the Atlantic coast. It is 
most luxuriously fitted up and will 
carry 1,200 passengers. When Mr.
Mann left Toronto, bookings had been 
made for about 600 immigrants' on 
the vessel. From Montreal to Port 
Arthur the C.N.R. had eight freight 
boats in commission. The ocean 
boats and the lake boats meet at the 
same dock in Montreal, and the lake 
fleet have ample dock facilities at 
Port Arthur. In addition to the 
eight freight boats running to Mont­
real!, the company have four other 
freight beats on the lakes. The 
Royal Edward and the Royal George, 
the two passenger boats on the Atlan­
tic, are 21 knot steamers, and are 
both brand new.

Of the new dump across Rainy 
Lake, Mr. Mann stated that it was 
a small job and would cost not 
more than a million and a quarter.
There had been eleven miles of 
wooden bridges between Winnipeg 
and Port Arthur, and this year would 
see practically the last of them, all 
being replaced with steel. Regard­
ing the construction of the line to 
Hudson Bay, he stated that the gov­
ernment was to build the bridlge 
across thq Saskatchewan and that 
this would take a year . Until this 
has been done nothing can be under-
