How to Live to 
100 Years.

World-famed Doctor Gives the Rales 
for Attaining Great Ages

in his book, lately published in the 
Hungarian language and translated 
into almost every modern tongue, Dr. 
Lorand says that from recent reports 
of the register offices of Austria, Ger­
many, France and England, is ap­
pears that we are Justified in assum­
ing that though life is usually limit­
ed to 55 to 60 years it may occasion­
ally be prolonged to 100, or even 
more, by the operation of certain in­
ternal and external agencies.

By studying these, wp may eventu­
ally be able to prolong the lives of 
many individuals beyond 80 or even 
90; and to prolong our term of 
youthfulness by ten or twenty years. 
We need no longer grow old at 40 or 
50. This can be brought about by 
improving the functions of a certain 
few of the glandular structures of the 
body, provided one or more of the 
main organs have not already been 
too gravely compromised by incurable 
organic disorders. v

To prevent old age coming on too 
soon, the first condition necessary is 
the possession of healthy ductless 
glands, chief among them being the 
thyroid, the adrenals, the pancreas, 
and the liver-, and this depends upon 
hereditary.

Marriage is an invaluable aid in 
the struggle against old age. If mar­
ried life is one of the best means of 
resisting the approach of old age, on 
the other hand, it is positively cer­
tain that unhappy marriages are the 
surest means of hastening its oncom­
ing.

What One Shonld Do.
To avoid premature old age and 

early death we have to follow these 
rules :

Wear loose collars, because a 
tight collar obstacles to the free cir­
culation of the blood through the 
thyroid.

Do not take too much meat, be­
cause abundance of meat alters the 
ductless glands.

Take large quantities of milk, this 
being the extract of various glands, 
and especially that of thyroid.

Be as much as possible in the open 
air, and especially in the sunshine: 
and take plenty of exercise, taking 
care to breathe deeply and regularly.

Take a bath daily, and, in addition, 
once a week or every two weeks take 
a Turkish or vapour bath.

Wear porous clothing, light hat, 
and low shoefe.

Go early to bed and rise early.
Sleep in a dark, very quiet room, 

and with a window open; and do not 
sleep less than six or more than 
seven and a half hours.

Have one complete day’s rest in 
each week, without even reading or 
writing.

Avoid mental disturbances or wor­
ries.

Be temperate in the use of. alcohol 
and also in the use of tea or coffee.

Avoid places that are over-heated, 
especially by steam, and badly ven­
tilated.

Replace or reinforcq- the functions 
of the organs which may have be­
come changed by age or disease, by 
means of the extracts from the cor­
responding organs of healthy anim­
als. But of course the applications 
of this precept must always be 
adapted to the individual case.

Discovered City
of Lost Continent

Berlin, Feb. 6.—Dr. Leo Frobenius 
claims to have discovered one of the 
lost cities of Atlantis of the ancients 
in Southern Nigeria. He is an Atlan­
tis enthusiast, who has long been con­
vinced that the lost kingdom was not 
mythical, but was located in West 
Africa. Letters from Dr. Frobenius. 
who is in West Africa, bearing vari­
ous dates in December and January, 
have been received by friends here de­
claring that he has proved the cor­
rectness of his theory. He says: ”1 
have made an incredible discovery. I 
have found in West Africa traces of a 
high and extremely ancient urban 
civilization. I have unearthed won­
derfully worked quartz pillars, re­
mains of granite figures, burned cliy 
portraits of classic beauty and ves­
sels and fragraments of pottery splen­
didly overlaid with various colors. 
My chief discovery was of a hollow 
bronze cast of a head covered with 
fine tattooing. I have thus proved to 
the broadest sense that my Atlantis 
theory is correct”

Dr. Frobenius makes a bitter at­
tack on the local English officials 
who, be asserts, seized his finds on the 
ground that the natives had stolen 
them, and that it was illegal for un­
authorized persons to make excava­
tions or remove the bronze heed and 
host of the other things, but Dr. Fro­
benius buried the clay heads. Learned 
men here withhold their opinions of 
the discoveries.
