More settled conditions are develop-
ing in Japan, and active reconstruction
plans are now receiving the attention
of the country. It is unofficially
reported, says a cable to the Far
Bastern Division of the Department
of the Departmént of ‘Commerce, that
reconstruction expenditures during
the first five years will reach only
$525,000,000. Of this amount $375,-
000,000 will be spent in Tokio and
$150,000,000 in Yokohama. This is tak-
en to indicate that either the damage
caused by.the earthquake was not as
great as it appeared, or that the pro-
gram of reconstruction will be carried
out over a longer period of years.

While a special session of the Diet
will convene on Dec. 10, instead of
Nov. 10, as previously reported, and
the regular session on Dec. 25, it is
promised that the plans of the Recon-
gtruction Board will be made public

‘before -the date ‘set for the - spectal

session,

It is stated in Tokio that the 1924-
26 budget. estimates will be reduced
to about 1,276,000,000 yen, compared
with the current budget estimate of
1,346,000,000 yen. This decrease of
70,000,000 yen from the current bud-
get figures will go a long way toward
offsetting an estimated decrease in re-
venue, during the coming year of
about 199,000,000 yen.

The Minister of Finance has an-
nounced that all scliemes, including

loans planned prior to the earthguake,

will be postponed during thé present
