The other half is dealt with in vari-
ous ways. In some towhs the fubbish
is gleaned, and then burned or tipped
on waste land. Until recently this
was the practice in a certain town in
the Midlands, where the bottles were
sent to marine store dealers, and the
profit was ‘divided among those em-
ployed in the gathering and sorting.
One quarter’s “waste” realized £343,
in, addition to the revenue from tins
and paper.

Much of London’s refuse is dumped
at Dartford, where there are hun-
dreds of dust heaps. They are the
happy hunting grounds of many un-
official collectors, and articles of sil-
ver are found on them almost every
day.

By another system refuse is auto-
matically sorted. The dust carts dis-
charge their contents into hoppers,
from which they fall into a revolving
riddle, This separate the fine ash
from the cinders, and metallic ar-
ticles—pins, nails* and the like—are
picked out by magnetic separators.

At a further point is. an exhaust,
which: sucks up the paper and carries
it into a suitable receptacle, and

finally, all that remains—the bigger’

rubbish, such as bottles, jars and tins
—1s delievred on fo a conveyor belt,
where it is picked by hand.

After the rubbish has gone through
the machine, only. one-quarter of it is
really waste. The cinders are used
for steam-raising, the dust goes to the
farmers, and the paper. is taken to a
baling machine, whence it travels: to
a mill for re-pulping. If the paper is
useless for anything else,’ it may be
«converted into papier mache, which
may be used for the manufacture of

| toys.

of narcotics required annually for its
medicinal- and scentific needs. They
desire that the agreement further pro-
vides . for legislation stipulating the
