Mr. Goldwin Smith on the Alabama
Qiiestion.

Mr, Goldwin Smith in the course
of a uﬁeech on general politics at Ox-
ford, Feb. 28, said: “The most ser-
ious question connected Wwith our

man, the foregoing ion rend
ing it impossible for him to change
" his nationality until five summers and
winters have passed over him after he
'has changed his country. Even after
he has become a naturalized ocitizen
he continues amenable to the laws of
Germany for any crime he may have
ocommitted béfore emigration. Now,
one of the chiet crimes which it isan-
ticipated he may have committed is
non-compliance with the law which
renders it imperative for every Ger-
man to serve a number of years under
the flag as a soldier, a number in the
landwehr, and a still further period
in the landstrum, nothing in theshape
of exemption from military duties be-
ing allowed him until he arrives at the
mature age of thirty-two, and absol-
ute exemption coming to him only
when he is far advanced in life. The
North German Confederation has no
intentioa of consulting the ease and
welfare of its citizens in preterence to
the magnitude and efficiency of its
armies, and consequently we fird that
under this treaty Germans returning
to their native land, even though they
should have served the probationary
term nccessary to their becoming nat-
uralized Americans will be liable to
the performance of the military duties
which they may have escaped or evad-
ed. Moreover, Germans who have be-
eome American citizens shall bé held
to have renounced their naturalization
when they have resided, for a second
time, longer than two years in Ger-
many. With such enactments in force
it may be reasonably supposed that
wery few of the emigrants who do not
prefer the flesh pots of serfdom to such
‘labour and liberty as may be theirs
‘in the United States, will revisit the
Fatherland, unless previous to sheir
departure they have in all things com-
plied with the law, nor is their stay
likely to be prolonged, even if they
should feel themsclves perfectly secure
in treading once more the shores of
the country where they first learned
to eat sourkrout, and drink lager.

I remember receiving a letter from

an American ‘gentleman who had
taken a decided part in the Alabama
controversy on that side, and had said

some very hard things of England,and

his éxpression to me was, “%\’e never
expected such treatment from the

dear old mother country,” In the
very height of the ill-feeling between

the two countries, when the Ameri-
cans were exasperated to the utmost
by the insults heaped upon them by
The Times and other organs of class

antipathy in this country, and T being
then in America expecteci every morn-
ing that some collision between a

'blockade runner and an American

cruiser or some other accidental com-
plication would involve usin a bloody
and desolating war, I reminded a
large Awmerican audience which I was
addressing,that after all England was
their mother, and asked them whether
among the nations there was one from
which they would prefer to be sprung,
aud they answered with a loud cheer.
I think, then, that it will be owing to
a want of address in statesmen and
diplomatists if, after all, our difficul-
ties with America are not brought to
an amicable close. [Cheers.] Ishall
before very long be in America again,
being led there by my literary avoca-
tions, and probably I sball this time
make a long stay. But do not be-
lieve any one w%o tells you that I
shall cease to be an Englishman. I
have pretty often been told by The
Standard, and other organs of the
tory party, that I an not an English-
man ; nevertheless, an Englishman I
am, and an Englishman 1 shall re-
main in whatever land, among what-
