THE LONDON TIMES AND CANA-
DIAN LOYALTY.

The London Times, by the attitude which
it assumed towards the Liberal party in
Canads during the late elections, has no
doubt satisfied many of its English readers
by this time that a majority of the people
in the Province of Ontario and Quebec are
disloyal to the sovereign of Great Britain,
and are in favor of political union with the
United States. That journal has at all
ovents done its utmost to create the impres-
gion that all who favored free trade with
the United Btates only professed that policy
to cloak their real sentiment of annexa-
tion. A lengthy article in its issue before
the election was as clever ab twisting state-
ments against the Liberal leaders here
as Bir John Mactonald or Sir
Charles Tapper. Mr. Farrer's negotio-
tions with American politicians, of which
the Times says that Sir John Macdonald
promptly and *‘perhaps not teo scrupulous-
ly” took advantage, are guietly assumed to
have been carried on at the instigation of
the Liberals. *“They may have been wholly
unauthorized by his party friends,” the
Times says, ‘“though if so it is curious that
they should have taken formal shape in a
printed pamphlot, and not less curious that
they shounld have been treated by request
as secret and confidential.” Therefore,
because the negotiations of Mr. Farrer took
formal shape in a pamplet and because the
writer requested that they should be treat-
od as socret and confidential, they were
authorized by the Liberal leaders !

This will appear to be wonderfully con-
elusive reasoning on this side of the Atlantic,
where it s known that when the pamphlet
referred to was written Mr. Farrer was
asither directly nor remotely associated or
identified with the Liberal party. So also
the Times concludes that because Mr.
Parrer's arguments were not refuted by Mr.
Laurier and Sir Richard Cartwright they
must be In agreement with him; at least,
this is its tacit meaning. Then we have
the letters of Mr. Farror and Mr. Hitt to
Mr. Erastus Wiman,of New York, which the
latter gentleman by some ethical impulse
peculiar to himself got conveyed to Sir
Chatles Tupper.

THE STRENGTH OF CONTINENTAL

One transparent result of the elections is
that the Government is in a minority in the
two chief Provinces of the Confederation.
