"I assumed my position,” he con­
tinued, “with no thought of ever re­
ceiving pecuniary reward, fully recog- 
nizing the amount of time the dis­
charge of my duties would entail. I 
offered my services freely, and now I 
don’t want to be paid for them.”

A former news editor of the Gazette 
stated that, he certainly thought that 
certain members of the staff deserved 
some reward, but thought to pay 
them would not tend to create the 
necessary spirit of co-operation among 
the staff. He could foresee that the 
Ly-word of the reporters would soon 
become, "Let the editor do it; he’s 
paid.”
