Affairs of the Old Werld.

An elaborate report has been submit-
ed by the royal®gommission appointed to
inquire into. the *Housing of the Work-
ing Clasees.” recommendations can
hardly be said to embody a policy, as each
of the commissi Pp to i
different views. The reports treats the
subject in & systematic manner, under.the
heads of -overcrowding, structursl and
sanitary defects and causes of the evils.
Under the latter it assigns as the princi-
pal causes: Poverty, high rents, demoli-
tion, extortions of middlemen and inert-
ness of local authorities. * In relation to
overcrowding, a greal many ocasea are
given, of which the following, occurring
in, London; are : typical: = ‘‘In’System
place one room was occupied by a man
and wife with four children, the eldest
of sixteen, in addition to a woman lodger
and baby, eight in all in a room nine feet
square. At 2 Neckinger place, one room,
about ten feet square, was occupied by a
family of eight,and at 23 Druid street
there was & room occupied by a man and
wife and famii{ of four, the eldest being
17 years old. In Spitalfields, 35 Hanbury
street, is & house of mine rooms and there
was a average of seven persons in each
room. In no room was there more than
one bed. At Notting hill were found, in
St. Catherine’s road, cases of six or seven
members of a family occupying one room.
The condition of provincial towns was
founa to vary considerably, but on the
whole it is less unfavorable than that of
the poorer districts of the metropolis.”

The obli-
gatiops incuyred by taking on citizen-
ship are really only those of being sub-
ject to do civil or military duty under

“lsn’t platinum found in Americat”
asked a reporter of a worker in New
York. “Not to any extent. We do get
some from Oregon and South America,
but not much, and the troubles now is
that the price is going up while there
are no supplies forthcoming. It is man-
ufactured chiefly for laboratory use in
colleges and elsewhere. The sheets and
wires are made into small vessels and
fine wires for experimental purposes,
the value of the metal consisting in its
resistance to heat. It takes double the
heat to melt it that is required to work
cast iron. The articles made from it in-
cludes hoilers, alembrics, crucibles, si-
phons, tubes, wire gauze, blowpipe,
spoons, spatulas, refining siphons and
jewelers’ coloring baskets. I supply
colleges  with those articles in all
parts of the country.”

Forr Prrr, June 8.—Mrs. Delaney and
Mrs. Gowanlock were rescued on Wed-
nesday by William McKay, with ten of
Strange’s men. They reached here at
noon to-day, and are now on board the
steamer Northwest. They will proceed to
Battleford in a day or two. They related
their experience to me. They credit the
half-breeds with saving them from death.
Both are worn and weary, and shed tears
on reaching the boat. They were greeted
with cheers on entering the camp. With
them came fifty half-breeds, men women
and children. Mrs. Delaney aud Mrs.
Gowanlock say the Plain Crees wanted to
murder them, but the half-breeds time
and again prevented it. The McLeans,
who are still prisoners, are well treated.
McLean has to cut wood and haul water.
Rev. Mr. Quinney refused to work, and
after that was never asked to doso. The
two women are deeply grateful to William
McKay, of Battleford. When Quinney
reached Strange's camp and told where
the other prisoners were, McKay, with
ten others, wanted to follow the trail. On
