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SONYER NOT GUILTY.

The Granting of a New Trial Saved
Him From Life Imprisonment.

The jury last evening brought in a
verdict Jof)not guilty in the case Of the
Cowichan Indian, Sonyer, who on his
first trial, held at Nanaimo, was found
guilty and sentenced to lifg imprisonment
on the charge of attempting to murdf.:r
I'rancis Jones, storekeeper at Hall's
Crossing. =~ Thus the decision of the
Supreme court of Canada, ‘yho gra.nted
the new trial, has made quite a differ-
enee in the life of Sonyer.

There is no doubt but that the success
of Mr. H. D. Helmcken, Q. C., and Mr.
IFrank Higgins, who appeared for the
prisoner, in keeping from the jury the
statements made by Sonyer shortly after
his arrest, were responsible for the ver-
dict of not guilty. The counsel devoted
their whole attention to a fight to pre-
vent these statements from going to the
jury, holding that they were not volgn-
tary but had been extorted from him.
This was not done by the police who
handled the case, but by an interpreter
who exceeded his instructions, he hav-
ing told the prisoner when warning him
that it would be better for him to tell
the truth. Mr. Justice Martin having
ruled the statements out, the only evi-
dence left was that the prisoner had
been seen coming from the direction of
the store on the night of the assault and
robbery, and that after the night in
question he spent considerable money.

§it: In your -editorial to-day_you
direct attention to the two railway pro-
jects now before the public, viz., to con-
nect Victoria with the C. P. R. system
by ferry between Vancouver and a
point on the E. & N. railway, and to
connect Victoria with the American
railway systems by a ferry between this
city and Port Angeles; and to these we
may add a third—the ferry frem Sidney
to Bluff, on the Mainland.
There can be no doubt as to the desir-
ability of encouraging every facility for

of British Columbia and the Mainland,
and also with the neighboring states.
The question for us, as citizens, to con-
sider is the extent and method of encour-
agement to be given. Senator-Macdon-
ald, ‘in his letter in your issue of this
morning, throws out a very wise and
sound business-like proposition with
reference to Port Angeles connection.
He points ont that a certain railway
company for business purposes coniem-
plates building to Port Angeles, and that
this is a purely business speculation
which may or may not pay, which may
or may not do as other railways have
done—call in the services of a receiver.
We have no voice or ‘interest in - the
management of the railway to that point.
Is our prospective basiness worth _thegr
cultivation? .If so, how mauch i« it
worth to them? Is the probable busi
ness and facilities they would bring to
us ‘worth our consideration? If so, how
much is it worth“to us? Say we con-
sider it equal and divide up the costs.
Suppose the railway company provided
terminal facilities at Port Angeles; the
proposed harbor improvements include
already all that would be required herg.
Now, this leaves the ferry boat; this
might be owned and operated by a separ-
ate company, made up wholly or in part
by the promoters of the railway and the
citizens of Victoria, supplemented by
the municipality, as joint owners, with
limited liability. This would be a busi-
ness proposition, and as such I beg to
commend it to your consideration.

The same broad principle applies to
the Mainland connection. No railway
company enters upon any such proposi-
tion except with the idea of making
money by the transaction. Now, how
do we stand at present? We all agree
that intercommunication is desirable;
we have thought so for years. We have
done more than that—we have already
practically invested $225,000 in the Vie-

The Utopia Makes Her First Regular
Trip on the Sound Route.

Last evening the steamer Utopia made
her inaugural run on the Puget Sound-
Victoria service, arriving shortly after
6 o’clock with a good number of passen-

gers and a large freight. How long this
vessel will be continued in the service is

toria & Sidney railway as part of a Sys-
tem for connection with the Mainland |
at or near English Bluff.

Therefore
the choice of railway need not concern
us as a  body politic, provided always
that something is done—and done
quickly, |

The proposed harbor improvement pro- |
vides for facilitating the extension of the |
Sidney railway to a central station for |
all railways, located on the Indian re-"
serve at the end of the new Johnson |
street bridge, and connecting all railways |
with a system of harbor tracks running |
all along the wharves and continued to |
the outer wharf, giving all lines of rail- |
way exactly equal facilities for business '
on the harbor. All the water-side facili- |
ties which the H. & N. railway seeks '
are already provided for in the harbor
improvements as at.present before the
public, but they are equally open to all
railways. There is no discrimination |
in favor of one railway or the other, in |
favor of one wharf property or another; |
the whole mercantile community are pre- |
cisely on the same basis. It is a public
self-supporting undertaking, seeking no
bonus or subsidy from anyone,

The B. & N. proposition includes the |
destruction of Victoria harbor, as such,
and the concentration of the mercantile
business of the town at the outer wharf, |
and asks that the public shall pay for it.
The harbor scheme includes in the esti-
mate and proposes to give to the E. &
N. railway a sufficient sum for its pres-
ent terminal property to pay for the
new central terminal and to remove the
present obstructions to navigation and
replace the old swing bridge, which is of

bascule bridge on the line of Johnson
street.

The real question, therefore, that con-
cerns the public is the ferry to the Main-
land, in which connection I would sug-
gest a joint company composed of the
municipalities of the cities interested in
the intercommunication—that is, Vie-
toria, Vancouver and New Westmin-
ster—and the railways interested in the
transportation business, on relative
terms. But it should be based on joint
ownership, limited liabilities, and parti-
cipation in the profits pro rata.

CYCLING IN THE DARK.

Sir: May I be permitted to call at-
tention to the necessity for legislation
to compel cyclists on the public streets
of and in the vicinity of Vietoria after
sunset to carry lighted lamps of ade-
quate illuminating power. Such a law
was, I  believe, introduced in Great
Britain some time ago, and as a means
of preventing serious accidents after
dark has already proved highly effective.
In Victoria recently a number of acci-
dents have occurred by cyeclists colliding
late at night, due entirely to the fact
that the riders had not provided them-
selves with lamps. As a case in point
I may mention that a friend of mine a
week or so ago, while riding slowly
homeward at about 11 o’clock at night,
was suddenly thrown from his wheel in
a collision with another bicyclist, who
was not only riding on the wrong side
of the road, but to make matters worse
was also tearing along at a terrific pace.
My friend’s wheel was very badly dam-
aged and he himself much bruised and
shaken. His assailant, however, gener-
ously consented to pay one-half of the
cost of repairing the injured bicycle, his
own, owing to the rate at which he had
been coming, having escaped unhurt. I
myself have had somewhat similar ex-
periences, of which T may be pardoned
for instancing:

They Will Help in Making Celebration |/

Section of Rwdlnﬂ Passenger
Train Crashes Into Cars
on Siding. =

Upwards of Twenty-Five Killed
Outright and Scores

By Assoclated Press.

Reading, Pa., May 13.—A terrible rear-
end collision- of passenger trains occurred
about 10 last night on .the Philadelphia &
Reading railroad at Hsgeter, a amall sta-
tion six miles below KRead.ag, resulting in
the loss of about 28 lives. Probably about
40 others were badly injured, and cf these
many will die.

The express train for Philadelphia,
scheduled to leave Reading at 8:30 p.m.,
was half an hour late in leaving. Mean-
time tnany passengers ¢n the train from
Harrisburg went aboard the Philadelphia
express while it si00d at Reading, but the
number of Harrisburg passengers being too
great to be accommodatea un the express
train, it was decided to sevwd an extra train
to Philadelphia to run as a second section.

Yes-1'A large number of people who went to

the state capitol to witness the exercises
connected with unveiling the Hartranft
monument there yesterday were on the
Harrisburg train. Norristown was the
home of the late Governon Hartranft, and
many from there had come to Harrisburg
to honor his memory by participating in the
unveiling of the monument. The second
section left here about 20 minutes after
the express departed.

At Exeter station the first train stopped
for orders, and while standing was run
into by the second section, with terrific
force, the latter train at the time running
at a great speed. The locomotive ploughed
through the two rear cars, reducing them
to splinters, then mounted the end of the
third car from the rear. The first car of
the second train was also smashed.

The havoc wrought to the occupants of
the cars was appalling. Many were crush-
ed to death instantly, while others were
mangled and maimed in a horrible manner.

The first train consisted of two express
cars, mail and baggage cars, a combination
car, two day coaches, a parlor car and a
day coach in the other mentioned. The sec-
ond train consisted of six day coaches, one
of which had aboard a company if the
60th regiment of National Guards, whose
headquarters are at Norristown. Another
car contained the members of the Mont-
gomery Hose Company, of Norristown.
The other four cars had regular passengers,
including about 20 survivors of the 5lst
Pennsylvania volunteers, Hartranft’'s old
command.

Upon recovering from the effects of the
shoek, those who escaped set to work to
rescue their more unfortunate fellow pas-
sengers. Telegrams were hastily sent to
Reading for agsistance, and two relief trains
with surgeons and nurses were despatched
to the scene. Medical aid was promptly
rendered to the injured upon the arrival
of these trains at the scene, and those
who could be removed were placed on
the trains and brought to the hospitals
here.

The bodies of twenty dead were. also
brought here. Many dead have not been
identified and now lie in the morgue await-
ing the arrival ¢f relativés’ or friends to
make identification. The list of injured
so far obtainable number 26.

The signalman should have displaved +
red and green signal for the special, but
it is said he failed to do so, whether on
account of the signal failing to work or
not is not known. On account of the curve
the engineer of the special could not see
the train standing on the track ahead until
too late.

The special tore into the express with a
crash, and the shrieks of agony soon filled
the air. The railroad at the scene of the
accident on which the track lies is fifty
bankment on which the track lies is fiftv
feet high. Several passengers were hurled
to the bottom of the embankment, but the
cars remained on the roadbed. The dead
and wounded were strewn in heaps in the
debris of the cars. Little damage, how-
ever, was done to the rest of the train.
Most of the injured were brought to Read-
ing, but many were sent to Norrisburg and
Portstown, and some to Pniladelphia.

General Burd Grubb, of New Jersey, ex-
United States minister to Greece, and
United States Senator Boyse Penrose, . of
Philadelphia, were among the passengers
on the Pullman car of the first train. Both
were. shaken up, but not injured.

Senator Penrose, questioned by a reporter
regarding the accident, said: “I was on
the ordinary train, but escaped with no
injury except a severe shaking up. The
train is what is known as the ‘‘Cannon
Ball” express, and the special.extra sec-
tion of it crashed into the ordinary train.
The regular train passed the signal tower
all right, but orders were given for it to
back towards Exeter, and this was done.
We had only got back a very short dis-
tance when the second section crashed into
the rear portion of our train. It is said
that the second section started within two
minutes after our train started.”

An official of the company gives the
number of dead as 23, and says 40 are
badly injured. Several of the latter, it is
thought, will die before the night.

Philadelphia, Pa., May 13.—Three cars of
the ill-fated section which crashed into the
first section of the “Cannon Ball”’ express
train at Exeter last night arrived here at
4:15 this morning. The gecond train was
composed of six day coaches, but three of
them were badly wrecked in the collision.
When the three cars which arrived here
left the scene of the wreck they carried
a large number of injured and others who
escaped injury. Some of the injured were
taken off and removed to the hospitals at
Norristown. While the train was standing
at the latter place two of the injured died
before they could be removed.

When the rain arrived here there were
on board Harry Orrell, engineer of the sec-
ond train; and his fireman, W. L. Everett,
both hurt. Orrell had been reported dead.
but was only injured. He received a bad
scalp wound. His head was bandaged and
blood covered his face, hands and clothing.
The fireman was slightly injured about the
back. In an interview with a reporter
of the Associated Press, Orrell said he could
not accoumt for the accident.
