This
observation led the speaker to make
a calculation of what the wages
and expenses of living were s
would show the meeting a fair statement,
and help them to understand how they
had found it so difficult to liveat the wages
they had been getting. A set of tools,
which was not’very complete at that, co-t
the carpenterahuut $80, to begin with ; and
they would only be kept up at a further
outlay of about $20 a year, in the shape of |
interest, replacing, and wear and tear.

receive ten cents per day, and first class
meu of ten years scrvice and the officers
are to receive fifteen cents per day advance.
The decision gives, we believe, pretty gen-
eral satisfaction, or at least does not cause
much dissatisfaction.

THE OUTLOOK AT HAMILTON.

HamiLNoN, April 18.—Last evening a
meeting of the lathers’ union was held
at Bristow's coffee tavern, and was largely
attended. There were present a number of
plasterers who intend to amalgamate with
the lathers’ union. Mr. Wm. Horan, of
New York, delivered an address to the
union. He opposed trades unionism and
strikes, which he said were the result of
unions. He wanted a mutual labor organ-
iz tion with a board of arbitrators to settle
disputed questions,

The tinsmiths of Hamilton intend hold-
ing & meeting shortly for the purpose of
reorganizing their union, which was form-
erly an organizrtion of some strength, but
went to pieces fin slack times, They will
be ready in case they will have to make a
general demand for an increase of wages.
