A Canadisn for Governor-General.
From the Montreal Herald, Dec. 2.

arena for the exercice of imperial patronage.
SirJohn Macdonald, it must be admitted,
is the most esteemed man in his party and
by far its ablest member. The country we
are convinced would be well satisfied to have
as a vice.roy either Sir John Macdonald or
the Hon. Alexander Mackenzie, but, as
parties now stand, the choice would natur-
ally fall upon the veteran conservative
leader. The country, we submit, is ripe
for such a change, and we think that when
the term of the Marquis of Lorne expires
no uncertain sound will be given as to the
wishes of tle Canadian people,

Wild Cats Sheot.
