very low pressure at which the electric­
ity ie generated and distributed. This 
necessitates the generating stations be­
ing small. We are all well aware ol 
the fact that it is more expensive to run 
several small stations than one large one 
to do the same amount of business. 
Again, the amount ol copper required in 
the system for a low tension system Is 
very great, requiring a heavy expendi­
ture and a large amount of regulating to 
ensure constant pressure and an 
current to the lamps. The alternating 
system is the reverse of this. One genera­
ting system is capable of supplying an 
area of almost any probable size, and 
consequently greater economical results; 
the current can be conveyed to a great 
distance by small mains. The alternat­
ing current dynamos are more mechani­
cal in construction and substantial, and 
the general workableness of the system 
all that could be desired ; it suffered, 
however, in the loss in working the 
transformers as hitherto constructed. 
They are all right when under a full load 
and entirely turned off during the day, 
or when only a small amount of light is 
desired. As this is not practical, some 
people requiring a single burner for the 
24 hours, they have in this way remain­
ed a source of serious loss. The system 
at Portsmouth is quite different from 
anything that has hitherto been done 
commercially, and consists in transfer­
ring the high pressure current into a 
domestic supply current by means of 
transformers placed under the sidewalks. 
These transformers are specially design­
ed : they are so wound that they adapt 
themselves automatically to an electric 
supply of the highest possible efficiency 
under all conditions. That is to say, that 
they are not only efficient when supply­
ing a large amount of light, which only 
occurs a short time, but they are equally 
efficient and economical under a small 

lights and when a small 
amount of current is being taken, 
good is the economy of this type of 
transformer that it almost entirely cor­
responds with the continuous current sys­
tem. This is, therefore, a system that 
corresponds with all the advantages ol 
the direct system and the alternate in­
candescent one.

been laid in Portsmouth under the side­
walk in specially designed conduits ; the 
transformers are also in boxes under­
ground. Although these long lengths of 
conduits and cables are buried under the 
ground in some places to three feet, every 
one of the cables can be easilÿ reached, 
cither for making repairs or for house 
connection, or to- the street lamps more 
easily than if they were suspended on 
poles. There is room in these conduits 
for drawing in more cables when re­
quired ; the conduits are so constructed 
that no water gets in them ; not one 
wire in the whole system is to be seen, 
either to the street lamps or Into the 
houses. The whole instalment, engines, 
boilers and electric plant, have been a 
success from the start, .notwithstanding 
its many entirely new features ; it is also 
a commercial success, the cost of the 
lights being very materially less than that 
of any other known system, considering 
their very great efficiency.”

The public has little technical know­
ledge of electric lighting, and this gen­
eral ignorance of the subject may be used 
to throw dust in the eyes of citisens and 
divert them from acting in their own 
interests. Mr. James H. Killey, the 
engine builder of Hamilton, has just re­
turned from Portsmouth, England, where 
he minutely inspected a new municipal 
electric light installation. He gives a 
description of the plant in the cùwent

the people of Toronto at this moment. 
The Portsmouth system is said to be 
the very latest and most approved me­
thod of distributing electricity for all 
purposes J Mr. Killey eâys : “ The whole 
installation, including buildings, machin­
ery and electric plant, together with 
the conduits, wires and street lamps, is 
the property of and operated by the 
municipal council of Portsmouth in the 
interests of the citizens. The total cost 
of everything appertaining to the system 
was under $250,000, with means for a 
further extension when desiredf 
much has the Portsmouth system been 
appreciated in England that London, 
Dublin, Edinburgh, Liverpool, Cardiff and 
other cities are making the necessary ar­
rangements to adopt this system as soon 
as it can be done. It has been visited 
by electrical experts from all points.*’1 

In order that our readers may the bet­
ter appreciate the features of the Ports­
mouth system and acquire a little use­
ful technical knowledge on the subject àt, 
the same time, ~ we quote from Mr. 
Killey’s interesting description : 

u The second point with the Ports­
mouth plan different to others is that 

the arc lamps are run with a continuous 
current obtained from the main alternat­
ing circuit and rectified into a eontin- 

current. Up to the present time, 
as nearly all electricians know, the plan 
adopted has been to place a number of 
lamps, varying from two or three to 
fifty, upon a single circuit coupled in 
series, the same quantity of current pass­
ing through every lamp one after an­
other, this current being obtained from 
what ie called an arc dynamo. This sys­
tem has hitherto given the best results, 
and has been generally applied. The dif- 

! ficulty attending it is that each machine 
will only, at the most, light fifty arc 
lamps. Therefore, for an installation of 
large size, a large number of machines 

required. In order to make a pro­
per duplicate of th eplant it has been 
convenient to run each machine with a 
separate engine ; in fact, many electri­
cians ana** engine builders have claimed 
that this is the oulv correct system to 

arc lamps from/ Further, the speed 
of these dynamos is too high to run them 
direct, necessitating pulleys, shafts, ropes 
or belts, with the attendant losses from 
friction, oii and attendance. In order to 
obviate these difficulties some have en­
deavored to run these arc lamps from 
the alternating current, but this has in 
every instance proved so unsatisfactory

“In Portsmouth they combine the ad­

vantages of .both these systems without 
the disadvantages. The lights have all 
the steadiness of the continuous current 
in the arc lamp and the alternate in the 
incandescents.

“The system adopted is to take the al­
ternating current from the main supply 
at the station, and by means of constant 
current transformers and rectifiers to 
change the alternate into a continuous 
system of the right amperes and voltage 

for feeding a circuit of arc lamps. The 
great saving in this plant is that the cur­
rent is obtained cheaper from the big com­
pound Corliss engines and dynamos than 
it can be from smaller engines and dy­
namos ; that the large amount of ordin­
ary ___________ . __
eines. small dynamos, shafts and belts 
is done away with, and the valuable 
space in city stations retained for further 

The cost of repairs and maintenance 
is very materially reduced, as the wear 
and tear of small engines and dynamo* 
running at high speed ft very great as 
compared with Corliss engines and fly­
wheel dynamos. The arc and incandes­
cent lights in Portsmouth, it is claimed, 
are vastly superior to those in general 
use in England; as high as 50 per cent, of 
advantage, photometrically, is insisted on 
for the arc lights.

Is the transformer, or the change-over j 
converters, as they are called,

In Toronto we have no alternating sys 

tem. The attempt to supply the city 
with incandescent lights on the direct 
current system is a failure. The arc sys­
tem of the Toronto Electric Company 
gives good enough results, but it is too 
expensive. The problem that Toronto has 
to solve is not whether we cam get an 
arts light for '$80 or $90 a year. What 
concerns us more is whether private 
citizens are going to be charged double 
rates for incandescent lights, whether the 
greater part of the city is to be denied 
the privilege of getting electric lights at 
any price, whether we are to be over­
charged for power, and so on. A system 
such as that described above would fairly 
revolutionize the lighting problem in To­
ronto.
