Education exhibits of the
students in art, botany, zooloj and the
economic woods used in buildings, furn-
iture and fine cabinet work will be es-
pecially attractive. The first from work
of the term is exhibited chiefly to show
the yalue of efficient public school train-
ing as given in a highly efficient school
as that of Watford and others in its
environs, .

The Board of Education has been wise-
1y generous in the work of renovation,
The building has been put in up-to-date
repair and redecorated so that few schools
in the province can surpass it in comfort
and convenience. Few regions have boys
and girlsin whom so much talent is
locked up and who with the firm, steady,
loyal backing of parents and guardians
can do better work in all departments.

The Watford High School offers the
four courses which carry scholastic di-
plomas and certificates ot the Education-
al Department of Ontario. In the Upget
School few Collegiate Institutes can offer
better facillities for work. Both in
material for student work and in equip-
ment these are of the best. Parts one
and two of the Upper School work are
offered for the scholastic year 1915-16.
The work of the Department examin-
ations for Model, Normal, Matriculation,
and Faculties of Education is manned
with equal efficiency throughout. The
school has its student body throughly
well orgonized in sports, physical culture
and literary work. There are two
athletic and two literary associations and
societies already well at work and these
further constitute larger aggregations
known as the Union Athletic Association
and the Union Literary Society, as the
work of the girls is distinct from that of
the boys but all unite in matters of pub-
lic interest.
