We have in our barn a stall gotten
up by the writer and not patented,
which is most satisfactory and has
stood the test for eight years: Each
cow stands in a stall by herscli and is
kept in by a short chain, which hooks
into a clip fastened. to each partition.
These clips are bolted to the partition
so that the chain passes behind the
cow just about where the udder joins
the body. At the head of she stall is
an adjustable hanging gate, which may
be sct forward or baek according to
the length of the cow.
this gate anmy cow, no matter what
length, can be made to stand so that
tho droppings all fall into a gutter,
six inches decp by twenty-four inches
wide.

The bedding is always clean and dry
and of course will go much further
than if half of it has to be thrown
out every day. Three good forkfuls of
straw is sufficient to bed sixteen cows.

Thoe cows are kept in position by the
chain behind and the gate in front,
and are not otherwise fastened; they
with the same frecdom
that they would have in the pasture.

The stalls are three feet three inchee
wide from center to ccnter, and seven
feet four inches long. The forward
part of the partition, two feet cight
inches, is stationary and is boarded up
four feet from the floor.

The back part is a swinging gate
four feet six inches by two feet six
inches, hung - with gate hinges—one
toot off the floor. At cach end of the
row at the gutter is a four-by-four,
spiked to floor and ceiling, to which
the two end partitions are fastened.

When all of the chains are hooked
up the swing partitions arc as rigid
as stationary stalls; whan' umhooked
the partitions can be folded back and

the cows turncd half way round on the
platform and walk out, stepping over
the guttur instead of backing through
it and tracking manure all over the
walk,

_ The platforms are four feet cight
inches long and each cow has a separ-
ate manger one foot high, resting on
the floor, which can be adjusted with
the gate which hangs divectly over .it.
I have kept a 1300 pound Shorthorn
cow and a 670 pound Jersey heifer
sido by side in the eame stall, and
kept them both clean and comfortable.

Advice on Milking.

Milking is a job that is disliked by
the majority of farm hands and acor-
respondent of the “Dairyman’’ offers
the following suggestions, which, if
adopted, may help to make the task
more agreeable. First, have the cows
in a comfortable, well ventilated
stablo. Keep the cows and stables
clean. In winter cows are kept in the
stablo nearly all the time, but with a
little trouble they csn be reasonably
clean, by moving the manure back
from the cows, or covering with straw,
bofore she lies down, which she will
usually do after eating,

Use plenty of absorbents—horse man-
ure is good—which will prevent cows
from getting their tails J'il‘l}‘. Wipe
each cow’s udder with 5 cloth wrung
out of warm water, before milking.
Try using vaseline, or somu other lu-
bricant—lard is good—on the cow’s
teats and udder. it will prevent small
particles of dust from ful{ing into the
milk, besides making milking much eas-
jor. Have a damp cloth hanging han-
dy by to wipe the hands when they
oot dirty. Have a clean suit that can
be eashed, to slip on for milking.
Weigh each cow’s milk. This will tend
to kcep the milkers more interested in
their work, besides showing the effccts
of irregular milking and varying con-
ditions under different care and atten-
tion.

Milk at the same time ecach day, and
have each- milker milk tho same cows
as far as possible. Tcach each cow to
oo in the same place in the stable.
Put a little feed in the mangers, and
they will come in more readily. Have
the cows gentle, and they will come in
by calling, which is better than driv-
ing. Have the mangers scparate, so
they will not be rcaching after each
other’s food. Also have the mangers
slant toward the cow at the bottom.
In fly timo, 'throw a light blanket over
the cow while milking her, and che
will stand quite still. If you try these
sugrgestions, I think you can get the
milk without grabbing the cow and
taking it from her.

MAKING JELLY.

Jelly bags should be made at home.
They are three cornered in shape, pre-
ferably of flannel, and at least half &
dozen should be in readiness for the
canning season.

In making jelly take caroc not to
squeeze the straining beg, as it im-
pairs _the clearness of the jelly. While
the juice is cooking, place the suger in
a pan in the oven and heat through;
take care that it does not burn, and
stir it aliout from time to time, so it

will heat evenly. When the fruit juice
has cooked for twenty minutes pour
little at a time;
