Few
persons now living have had their
lives pass through such remarkable
periods of industrial development and
modern invertion. All the iatter 30
called have come into being during
this period, and mark developments

MARGOT’S OPINION
OF AMEBICAN MEN

New York.—Margot Asquith, wife
of Herbert H. Asquith, former prem-
ier of Great Britain, who deals with
men and events in a manner which,
if a man handled her vocabulary,
would be characterized as brutally
frank, pays her respects to the Amer-
ican man following her visit to this
country in an article in a magazine
for August.

Her observations are far from flat-
tering. She declares that American
men are uncultured, money-grabbing,
lacking in individuality, too cngross-
€d in business, victims of standard-
ization, indifferent to the arts, and
never insistent upon the principles
of freedom.

She names “some admirable and
charming individuals” among Amer-
ican men, but they are all dead. She
uses a criticism ascribed to her fellow
countryman, the late Oscar Wilde, to
sum up the American male. “He is
a man who knows the price of every-
thing and the value of nothing.”

She says: “Leisure to the American
man means loss. ‘He seldom enjoss'
art, he rarely enjoys music, he has!
no time to read, and he leaves the
things that go by the name of culture
to women. »The average American
man I know is not cultured.

“Not knowing the value of money
or of leisure, he works too hard and
either refuses to exercise his intellect
or is unabld to enjoy other people’s.

“America is more violent than free
and takes constant interference with
cow-like obedience. Details of private
life are regulated by the state or by
some society that claims—and is
tacitly accorded—police powers. If
kyou do anything that you appear to
enjoy, you may be quite sure some
orxe will form a society to prevent you
from going omn with it.”

QUARTER MILLION
WORKING DAYS LOST

The loss of time on account of im-
dustrial disputes during June was
less than during May, 1922, but
greater than during 1921, according
to Labor Department returns.

There were in existence at some
time or other during the month 25
strikes, involving about 10,155 work
people, with an estimated time loss
of about 254,134 working days.

In the previous month there were
thirty strikes, involving 13,186 work-
ing days, and entailing a time loss
of 278,100 working days.

In June, 1921, there were fifty
strikes, involving 10,239 work people
and entailing a time loss of 188,020

working days,

Legisiation to protect Canadlan
fruit growera againet dumeping of
fruit from the Unitéd States was pro-
posed in az amendment in the Cus-
toms Act submitted io the Commona
last week.

The amesdment provided that if it
appearsd to lte goveraem$ that nat-
sral prodacts of 3 kisd similar to
those produced in Canades, were be
ing imported imto the Dominion,
either on sale or on consignment, un-
der such conditions as prejudically
or injuriously affected the intercsts
of Canadian producers, the govern-
ment might authorize the Minister of
Customs and Fxcise to value such
goods for wuty and the value so deter-
mined should be held to be the fair

market value thereof.

REDUCTION OF

FREIGHT RATES

712 P. C..on Basic Commodities.
Effective on Aug. 1st. Net
Applicable to Gov. Rys.

A reduction of 7% per cent. in thes
gailway rates on basic commoditiesg
to become effective August 1st, has
been ordered by the Board of Raii-
way Commissioners. * The decreaser
reduces the increase of September,
1920, to 12% per cent. in Western
Canada, and 17 per cent. in Eastern
Canada. The original increase order-
ed by the Board in 1920 was 40 ger
cent. in the East and 35 per cent. imr
the West. Subsequent reductiom
brought these figures dowa teo 25 per
cemt. in the 'East and 20 per cent. im
the West. The present decrease ap-
plies to forest products, building ma-
terial, brick, cement, lime and plaster,
potatoes, fertilizers (other than chem-
icals), gig iron, blooms and billets,
ores, wire rods and scrap iron. Graim
and flour rates were fixed by Parlia-—
ment during the session just cliosed
in accordance with the rates prewail-
ing under the Crow’s Nost Pass agree-
ment,

The principle ef arbitraries fromms
the Maritimeg Provinces to all points
west of Port Arthur has been approe-
ed, the St. John arbitrary being 2%
cents per 100 pounds first class, and
12 cents fifth class.
