The Hon. Me Hope received a cable tele
gram announcing the desth at London, on
Tuesday 25th Uct, of Mr. Wm. Dixon, Chief

Ewmigration Agent in England. His death
must have Lecy sudden as letters were re-

ceived from lim at at the Department of
Agiculture on the 30th.

A Madrid telogram says : “It is reported
that the insurgents in Carthagena are com-
pletely demoralized, and that their leaders
are disagreeing among themselves. On the
return of the {lecot from Valencia the crews
of the ZTetuan and Mcdez mutinied, and
several of them wero killed and wounded
tefore subordination could be restored.
The engines of the vessels are in a bad con-
dition, and the Zcluan is repoted to be
leaky and making water fast. Anattack
upon the fort by the Government fleet was
expected to begin yesterday. The convict
soldiery of the insurgents also revolted and
demanded payment and supplies of cloth-
ing.

Itis reported in Madrid that the Carlists
have fired on a British war vessel killing oro
man.

Advices from all parts of the Province of
Bengal shows thecorps are falling and the
impending famine caunot be avoided.

Special despatch from Brussels to Daily
Telegraph says, all the French officers who
were thero on furlough, bave left for
France under orders to rejoin their regis
ments.

Specie in the Bank of France increased to
3,000 000 francs last week.

President McMahon has issued an order
of the day to the army, in which he alludes
with serverity to insubordination. General
Bellomor nappeals to the patriotism of tho
soldiers to maintamn disciphne and support
the larws.

‘Tho Empress of Austria is 1ll and her con-
dition is such as te cause alarm.

It has been definitely ascertained that
sixty-six lives wero lost by the sinking of
thoinsurgent vessel Frenando et Catalico.

In tho Bazoino trial on 29th Oct. M. Fish-
out, a messenger, testified that under fear
of capture by the enemy he swallowed a

desp atch which ho was c. arrying from T hon
vile and Metz. The despatch was recovered
and delivered to theofticers at head quatters
in Metz on the 29th of August, Lutly them
thrown into the fire unread.

Lieut. Nogues swore that he fruitlessly at-
tempted to deliver to Bazaine a despateh en-
trusted to him on the 23:d of August, by the
Empress. He admitted, after much prevar-
ication, that he was also the bearer of a des-
patch to Gien. Dourbak.

The total amount invested by the Ger-
man Government in the United States Fund
ed Loan is cighteen million dollars, of which
eight millions was negotialed during the
present month.

A meeting in favor of an amnesly to the

Fenian conviets was held at Blackheat,
Eng., on Saturday.  Six thousand people at-
tended.

A despatch from Rome denies that the
Italian Government rcceived from the
Comte de Chambord tho assurances which
the Journal Diplomacgue asserts hie grive the
foreign powers.

Tho failure of a houss which las licen
dealing in Erie Railway shares,is announced.
The Pall Mall Gazettc allouding to the oc-
currence, in its financial article, siys that
the house lately received an order from Jay
Gould, to sell 50,000 shares of E:ie, cnd took
the stock personally, as buyers.

The bark British Banne. was run into Iast
week by another vessel, and sunk almost
immediately. Tight of her erew were drown-

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A nlcaptt\.h from Cential Asia brings in-
tellizence of fiightful scenes in Khiva,
Upon the cvacuation of the capital by the
Russiins under (ienernl Kauffmann, the
Goumedlds revolted und plundred the town,
after which they destroyed it, In addition
to their eacesses the Risbeks slaughtered
eman.ipatel Persim slwves, The
Khan seut to General Kauffmann for as-
sistance tv cuablo Lim to restoro order,
but it i> not known what his answer was,

on Saturday.
