Concluded from last week.

Thursday, Sept. 8.—Detained all day in Barrow Har- |

bour by strong head winds, 8ervivo was pecformed an
board the Church-Blip, and tho Bishop called at tho
cottages, and visited a spot of ground selected fora
geave-yard,

Priday, Sept. 9.~Tbe Church-Ship let Barraw-
Harbour and the Mission of King's Cove thus inorning,
and reachod Catalina (about forty miles) in little
moro than five hours, whore the Bishop was reccived
by the Roev. Me, Notten, and on the following morning.

Satnurday, Sept. 10.—~The Rev. Mr. Bayly arrived
from Bouavista. After prayers in tho Church at Cata-
lina the Bishop withMesses. Bayly and Walsh, walk-
ed to Bonavista (ten miles) and arrived just in time
for the afternoon Service. Qu entering tho town they
wero salutad by vollies of sealing guus and a large dis-
play of flags along the road.

Sunday, Sept. 21.~Nr. Wahh ¢aid tho prayers, and
Mr. Bayly assisted the Bishop at the Holy Table.—
Fifty porsons communicated with the Clorgy. Inthe af-

ternoon the Church was more crowded than any per--

wn remembered to have scen it before, and a larger
numbor of candidates presented then at any provious
Confirwiation. The psaluody this evening was assisted
by a pisno at the houso of ono of Mr. Bagly's kind
neighbours : the first that had beon heard since the
daparture frcm Forteau.

Monday, Sept. 12.—8ervice in the Church-ship
morning and evening, and in the evening the Bishop
preached.  The rest of the day was spentin visiting
the principal families, and was closed with psalmody.

Q'uesday, Sept. 13.—There was again Divine Ser-
vice this morning, aud the Bishop bad tho satisfaction
of tuking leave of many of the Congregation, richand
poor, at the Church-daor ; while otbers attended him
with their much respected Minister through the prinei-
pal ‘street, and the roads towards Catalina, whers
the Bishop returned on board the Charch-Ship, after
the first and enly separation from her during the whole
visitation, 'Thore was a necessity for such separation
on this occasion, on account of the want of shelterin
the barbour, or road, of Bunavists. After Service in
tbe Clurch at Catalina, the whole party drank tea with
a worthy planter aud trader, who has, out of slender
meany, and with a large family, assisted most liberal-
ly. and cheerfully in tie erection of a suitable and
very comfortable Parsonage for the Rev. Mr. Netten.

tWednesday, Sept. 14.—Confirmation with an Ad-
itress, as usual, and followed by the Holy Communion,
wasduly celebrated in the Church at Catalina this
morning. The Churches hero and at Bonavista stand
areatly in need of enlargement, and wers the wmeans
of the inhabitants equal to their wants and wishes,
many changes (or the better, both in accommoedation
and appearance, would quickly be made. In the
evening Mr, Walsh preached. The new Parzonage
wad then inaugurated, the Bishop and his fijends
using it for the first time for tea, and concluding with
prayers, Scripture, and p<alinody. Withina month
or gix weeksit is hoped the good missionary may re-
move into lus goodly Parsunage,—very goodly in com-
parison af the cabin he bas so patiently oceupied for
five years,

Thursday, Sept. 15.~The Bishop having taken leavo
of Messrs. Bayly and Netten the preceding evening,
removed this morning to “Lrinity, and was there rte.
veived by the Rural Dean (the Rev. Me, Woml) and
his Curate (the Rev. Mr. Crouch). The Rev, Mr.
Boland also, from St. George's Bay, was awaiting the
Bishop's arrivel to offer himself for Priest's Orders at
the Ordination, which it was undertood by announce-
ment was to be beldin the Church of his settlement
~n Sunday the 26th instant.

Friday, Sspt 16.—On 1his day the usual aale of the
awtumnal equinox with the heavy rain, prevented all
visits and business on shore, beyogd attendance at the
Church.

Saiurday, Sept 17.—The ale «ontinued all day—
and it was an oceasion of thankfulness that the Chareh-
ship was in so safe a Larbour, and that no important
matters required stiention on shate. A few visits
were made in the evening.

Sundday, Sept 1R —The wind bad abated this morn-

{ng and the roin ceased, and the Bishop was enabled
10 erers tho barbour to Salmon Cove, whero he met
e \\_'qo-l and ahrge congrization at 10 o'clock.—

‘Tho Church was full to overflowing, and thirty.cight
well-ordered, and it is ioped well-prepared, candidates
wero confirined.  The Servics was not cencluged till
1 o’clock, and the wind being ahead, it was 3 o’clock
befure the Bishop with Mr. Wood reached thy Chiurche
Ship. Afternoon Sorvice, in tho Church at Trinity,
commenced at lalf-past 3 o’clock, whon seventy-soven
wore candidates were presented by Mr. Wood, and
confirmed. The Bishop preached at each Service.
‘This is the first Sunday during the voyage on which it
has been possiblo to hold two Confirmationsin different
Clurches.

Monday, Sept. 19.—~Tlis morning the setloment and
Church of English Harbour werg visited, and Divino
Service oelebrated, at which the Bishop preachied.—
The Candidatos for Confirmation of this setilewent had
met thw Lishop yesterday at Salmon Cove, As the
wind was alicad the Bishop with his friends returned

to Trinity (six miles) by the read. )

T'uesday, Sept. 20.—'The Bishop remained in har-
hour chiefly to reccivo or admit visitors on board his
vessel, and to return or acknowledge the civilitics of
many attentive friends.

Wednesday, St. Matthew'’s Day.—The anniversary
of the Consccration of the Catliedral was choswsn for
tho consecration of a neat little structure at Trouty,
about flve miles from Trinity. The Clergy wero
rowed in a hoat to the head of onc of the arms of this
beautiful harbour, whers they crossed a narrow neck
of land, and took boat again, in the Bay, and arrived
at Trinity by 11 o'clock. Though the day was not
favourable, saveral persons followed, by the road, from
Trinity, Tho Bishop was assisted in the Servico of
Consecration by the Rev, Messrs. Waod, Crouch, and
Freer, and aftepwards in the Holy Comgounion by Mr.
Wood, Mr. Walsh with the other candidates for Holy
Orders remained at Trinity preparing their exercises,
&c. The grave yird was consecrated in the afterncon,
the Bishop and party returned as they came by boats;
and, of course, the latter part of the journey in the
dark,

Thursday, Sept. 22 —~Ten weary hours wore con,
sumed in making ten miles to the harbour of Old Bo-
naventure in the Church-Ship ; and, of, course, no
Service could be performed on the shore that day, but
on .

Friday, Sept. 23.—Morning Service was performed
in the Church at New Bonaventure, to which the
Clergy wastew  Returning in the same way, Config
-mation for Frt)settlements was given in the unfinish-
ed but commodious Church at Old Bonaventure. Af-
ter this Service the Church-Sbip was toweid out of
the harborr with the view of returning tc Trinity,
but asit was then nearly dark and the wind very light,
it was thought more prudent to return for the nigt,

Saturday, Sept. 24.~The Church-Ship returned to
Trinity ; and the Candidates for Holy Orders, who
had been engagedin writing during the Bishop's ab.
sence, were examined on board by the Bishop, assisted
by tho Rural Dean, and the Rev, Mr. Smith : the latier
having arrived the preceding day from King's Cove
o take part in the Ordination.

Sunday, Sept. 25—This last and crowning Service
‘of the visitation was celebrated in due order in St.
Paul's Church, Trinity, at the time of the usval Morn_
ing Service. Prayers were said by thoe Rev. Mr.
Smith, and an appropriate and exeellent Sermon was
preached by the Rev. Mr. Wood, on 24 “Timothy, 3,
10.  The candidztes (two for Deacon’s Orders and
two for Priest’s) were presented by the Rural Dean,
who together with Mr. Smith assisted the Bishop in
laying on of hands. Afr. John Morcton, brother of
the cxempyry Missionary at Greenspond, and Mr,
Josiah Darrell, Student of the Theoloaical Institution
in St. John's, were ordained Deacons: anid the Rev,
Mr. Boland, Mussionary of Si. George's Bay, and the
Rev. Mr. Walpy, Missionary at Idand anil Bistiop's
Coves, in Conception Bay, were ordained Drivats: a
vory largg number of the corgregation communicated
with the Clergy. In the afternoon the Rev. Mr,
Smith preached toa crowded congrepation, and at 3
specisl service in the evenwg the Bjshop preached on
the appropriate text, ** Aud we beseceh You, bretbren,
to know them which labour among you, and are over
you in the Lord and admonish you : andto esteem
them very highly in love for their workssake.” (1 Thesa.
v. 12, 13). By few congregations, it is bcfnei'cd,
