The yoke of Christ is our cross which we
have to bear, and thus it behaves us to die
unlo the world. A man may shut himself up
in cloisters, he may bind himself by vows
and rules 3 and he may remain utterly in the
world all the while, full of spiritual pride,
pharisaical contempt of others; secret hutred
and envy. But by constant, hidden, peni-

.tential sorrow, the inward mab turns from
Satan to God, dies to the world and lives to
Christ by faith, by real humility and meek-
ness, depending upon the grace of God through
© Christ. .

It is He hath called us to this inward sorrow
for sin and turning of the heart from the world
to God : and thereupon he has promised for-
giveness of sin, amd the imputation of his
rightcousness and perfect obclhenqc by
virtue of faith. For without such inward

enitence, Christ cannot henefit man: man

rnas no part in his grace and in the finit of his
metits, which must be apprehended by a
heart grieving aver sin, contrite, humble, and
believing. Such is the fruit in us of Christ’s
death, that through penitence we die tnlo
sin such is the fruil of Christ’s resurrection
that Christ lives in s and we in him,

This, then, is the naw creature in Christ
which alene availeth, Be careful to under-
stand this matter aright. Numbers err by
imagining that they truly repent because they
gbstain from the outward sins of idolatry,
blasphemy, murder, theft, and adultery § and

as the prophet Lsaiah saith (Lv.7) ¢ Let the
wicked forsake his way.”® (Sce also Ezek.

The .workings of pride and anger form a
seasonable, though sinful, counferaction to
our mortified feelings, * But it could not be so
with Christ. e tasted the unmitigated bitter-
ness of the curse.  His were unmixed feelings
of sorrow.  Sin itsell grieved him. He
mourned that God should “have been so dis-
honoured.  Ile hated it not merely in its
consequences, but its essence,  He knew that
the great Judge, before whom he stood, did
not abhor him, but the burden which he bore.
Iis own soul detested it in an equal degree,
yet he girt it soto him that no separation
could be effected.  te made himsell sa one
with our case and cause, that all that we de-
served lighted upon him.

AURICULAR CONFESSION.

{Extract from 32n] Homily, adverting to
the text: “Acknowledge your faults one to
another, and pray one for another, that ye
may be saved.” James v. 16.]

Whereas the adversaries go about to wrest
this place, for to maintain their auricular con-
fession withal, they are greally deceived
themselves, and do shamefully deceive others;
for if this text ought to be understood of auri-
cular confession, then the Priests are as much
bound to confess themselves unte the lay-
people, as the lay-people are bound fo confess
themselves to them. And il to pray is to
absolve, then the laity by this place hath as
great authority to absolve the Priests, as the
Pricsts have to absolve the laity. This did
Johannes Scotus, atherwise called Duns, well
perceive, who upon this place writeth on this
manner : Neither dothit seem unto me that
James did give this commandment, or that he
did set it forth as being received of Christ.
For, first and foremost, whence had he autho-
tity to bind the whole church, sith that he was
only Bishop of the Church of Jerusalem?
Except thou wilt say, that the same church
was at the beginning the head church, and
consequently {hat he was the head Bishop,
which thing the see of Rome will never
grant,  The understanding of it then isasin
these words : Confess your sins one to another ;
a persuasion to humility, wherehy he willeth
as {o confess ourselves generally unto our
neighbours, that we are sinners, according fo
this saying : If we say that we have no sin,
we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not
in us, :

. And, where that they do allege this saying
of our Saviour Jesus Christ unto the leper, to
prove auricular confession to stand on God’s
word, Go thy way, and show thyself unto the
Priest do they not see that the leper was
cleansed from his leprosy, before he was by
Christ sent unto the Priest for to shew himself
unto him 7 By the same reason we must be
cleansed from our spiritual leprosy; T mean
our sins must be forgiven us, bhelore that we
come to confession. .

It is most evident and plain, that this anri~
cular confession hath not his warrant of God’s
word ; else it had not been lawful for Nec-
tarius, Bishop of Constantinople, upon a_just
occasion to have put it down. For, when any
thing ordained of Giod is hy the lewdness of
men abused, the abuse ought to be taken
away and the thing itself suffered to remain.
Moreover, these are St. Augustine’s words
What have I to do with men, that they should
hear my confession, as though they were able
to heal my diseases? A curious sort of men
to know another man’s life, and slothful to
correct and amend their own. Why do they
seek to hear of me what I am, which will
not hear of thee what they are?  And how
can they tell, when they hear by me of my-
self, whether T tell the truth or not; sith that
no mortal man knoweth what is in man, but
the spiril of man which is inhim 7 Augustine
would not have written thus, if auricular con-
fession had been used in his time,

Being therefore not led with the conscience
thereof, let us with fear and trembling, and
with a true contrite heart, use that kind of
confession that God doth command in his word ;
and then doubtless, as he is faithful and right-
cous, e will {orgive us our sins and make us
clean from all wickedness. [ do not say, but
that, if any do- find themselves troubled in
conscience, they may repair to their learned
Curate or Pastor, or to some vther godly
learned man. and shew the trouble and doubt
of their consciénce to them, that they may
receive at their hand the comfortable salve of
God’s word = bat it is acainst the true Chris-
tian libesty, that any man should be bound to
the numbering of his sins, as it hath been
used heretofore in the time of blindness and
ignorance.,

(as Mr. Faber used to have service on Wed-
nesdays and Fridays)-and often stopped at the
reclory all pight. " Mr, Faber was very kind
to the hoys, and made them his equals in every
respect 5 which ofttimes made me wonder
why it should be so. = Some time back Mr.
Faber offered to teach the elder one Latin, 1
pressed upon the boy fo pay nttention to it, as
Mr, Faber was kind enough to do so, telling
him that it might prove - useful to him in his
musical profession’; but fittle did I think then
what he was going to teach him Latin for,
The bays continiued (o go on as uswal up to the
Sunday.that Mr. Faber preached his farewell

that day. my third son went over to Elton, and
came home with the news. that Mr, Faber had

take. The boys did nol come home on Monday
as usual, but [ did net take any particular
notice of it. On Tuesday moming the Rev. J.

1 did not think so for the
moment, but towards night began to feel ra-
ther uncomfortable, and said to my wife that
[ must go to Elton for the boys. [ went over
and met one of ny boys in the street, who said
nothing about the step he had taken, [ then
went on for my other son, and on my way [
was told by one of Mr. Faber’s servants that
my sons had joined the Chureh of Rome with
them and Mr. Faber on the 17th Nov. 1515,
My feelings were such as I cannot describe ;

I then brought my sons home with me; but
my heart was too full to enter fully into the
matter with them.”

About this time Mr. Pitts received the fol-
lowing letter from Mr. Faber:—

« Saunderton Rectory, near Tring,
Nov. 21, 1845,
& Sir,—As by this time you are acquainted
with the step which W. and James have taken,
in pursuance to the dictates of their own con-
science and the motions of God’s Hely Spirit,
itismy duty now to write youa few lines,
which'I did not think it well to do, until you
had learned from them that it was a steptaken
by them with their own good-will.  Of course,
as a conscientious Protestant, you are bound
in the sight of God and man, to leave liberty
of conscience to every one; toforce persons
in the matter of religion is acting upon -the
very wrinciple of the. Reman Church which
you so -much abhor. However, if you can
reconcile persecution and a denial of permis-
ston to your sons, to worship God as their con-
sciences tead them, you will doas you please,
and answer forit to him. My duty is merely
this: there is of course no manner of doubt,
but that the instructions they Jderived from me
have led them, as well as myself, to the happy
step which we have takeny and as Wm. par-
ticularly, is precluded almost from getting his
Yivelihood as an organist in Protestant churches,

To this letter Mr. Pitts returned the fol-
lowing answer :—

“Rev. Sir,—You must have a very bad opi-
nion of me, if you think that, for the sake of
any temporal advantage, I can be brought to
sacrifice my sons. Although I neither wish,
nor intend, to say anything which may be
offensive, yet I must assure you I consider
you have acted most cruelly towards me, and
in & most un-Christianlike manner. Under
pretence of doing me a kindness, you have
been secretly working a division inmy family,
and destroying that peace and happiness
which has always subsisted amongst us.

¢« Under the feeling that you were a good
and conscientions minister of Jesus Christ,
endeavouring todo his will, you were intrusted
with the carc and instruction of my children.
You have wickedly abused that trust; and, by
working in the most subtle manner on their
minds, you have led them to do that which
you now say they have done of their own
free will. T have no doubt but that my sons
have been led to the unhappy step they have
taken by the instruction they have d)crived
from you. But the question is, whether such
wonld bave been the case if you had shown
yourself in your proper character ; if, instead
of carrying on your plans under pretence of
heing a faithful and zealous. minister of the
Protestant Church, youw had honestly owned
yourself' to be (what in reality you were) a
Roman Catholic'in disguise, It is unfair, Sir,
to tatk about my children worshipping God us
their consciences lead them, when you‘have,
in.the most artful manner, so trained them as
lo ‘make it almost impossible they should go
otherwise than in your footsteps.

I
walked to and fro till about four o’clock,
hoping that I might see my poor boys at some
of the windows ; but I could not see any one,
I then went to an inn, where [ found the
people up, and remained there until nine
o’clock in the morning; 1then went down
again to the palace, and inquired of one of
the servants if two boys had been there. He
told me they had, and that Mr. Faber had
taken them away along with him; but he
knew not where either of them was “gone to.
I then asked if I could see the Bishop, or any
of the priests. T was shown up into a room,
where one of the priests came tome. [ asked
him the same questions as I did the servant,
and he answered me in the same way, saying
he knew not where they were. He then began
to enterinto a controversy on religions matters,
['told him that was not my business ; my
business was to find mny children, and ¥ was
determined to find them, if possible. I told
him that, if Mr. Faber could make void the
law of God, I should see if he could make
void the laws of his country also. 1then left
the palace, and went to the late Mayor of
Birmingham, Mr. Philips, stated my case to
him, and was satisfied with his answer.
